WILLIAMS SETTLEMENT

ANNUAL REPORT FOR MT. DIABLO UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT

SEPTEMBER, 2005

As part of the Williams Settlement, California Education Code Section 1240 requires that County Offices of Education visit schools identified in each county office’s respective county and report to each district and Board of Supervisors the results of the visitations to the schools in that particular district.  This report describes the results of the visits to the following schools in the Mt. Diablo Unified School District:  Bel Air Elementary, Cambridge Elementary, Fair Oaks Elementary, Glenbrook Middle, Mountain Home Elementary, Mt. Diablo High, Oak Grove Middle, Rio Vista Elementary, Riverview Middle, Shore Acres Elementary, and Ygnacio Valley Elementary.  This is to certify that Mt. Diablo Unified School District submitted the 2003-04 School Accountability Report Card.  Mt. Diablo Unified School District does not meet the necessary criteria for sufficient instructional materials.  Mt. Diablo Unified School District did not meet the necessary criteria for facilities standards of good repair.

The purpose of the Contra Costa County Office of Education visits as specified in California Education Code Section 1240 was to insure:

1. That students have access to “sufficient instructional materials in four core subject areas (English language arts, mathematics, history/social science, science) and, as appropriate, science laboratory equipment, foreign languages, and health ”;

2. To assess compliance with facilities maintenance to determine the condition of a facility that “poses an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff”; and

3. To determine if the school has provided accurate data for the annual school accountability report card related to instructional materials and facilities maintenance.

The law further requires that the county superintendent annually monitor and review:

· Teacher assignments in Decile 1-3 schools, based on Academic Performance Index (API);

· Receive quarterly reports on complaints filed with the school district concerning insufficient instructional materials, teacher vacancies and misassignment and emergency or urgent facilities issues under the Uniform Complaint Procedure; and

· Expanded audit review authority in the areas of use of instructional materials program funds, teacher misassignment, and information reported on the school accountability report card.

The definitions of four basic terms used in this report are as follows:

· “Sufficient instructional materials” means every pupil, including English Language learners, has a textbook in the four core areas to use in class and to take home.

· “Facilities standards” means that each school district that receives state funding for facilities is required to establish a facilities inspection program and to ensure that each of the schools is maintained in good repair.

· “Good repair” is defined as maintaining schools that are clean, safe and functional.

· “Emergency condition” means a condition of the facility that poses an emergency and urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff.

The CCCOE findings during the visit to the Williams Settlement schools in Mt. Diablo Unified School District related to the three areas of instructional materials, facilities and the school accountability report card are summarized below:

Instructional Materials:

Mt. Diablo Unified School District has purchased sufficient instructional materials for the following core content areas for the schools listed below:

The following school was identified as a Facilities Only Williams School, and was not subject to verification of sufficiency of instructional materials:

Oak Grove Middle School

The Superintendent of Schools, Contra Costa County sent a letter on April 26, 2005 to the President of the Board of Education of the Mt. Diablo Unified School District indicating a finding of insufficient materials due to a lack of documentation of materials purchased for the following school: 

Rio Vista Elementary School

Rio Vista Elementary School complied with the deadline date of June 26, 2005 to correct the insufficiencies.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education has now determined that Rio Vista Elementary School, as of June 26, 2005, has a sufficiency of instructional materials and the appropriate documentation to support this determination for the following core subject areas:

Reading/Language Arts:  Houghton Mifflin Reading:  A Legacy of Literacy

Mathematics:  Houghton Mifflin, Mathematics by Houghton Mifflin

History Social Science:  Harcourt Brace School Publishers, Harcourt Brace Social Studies

Science:  Foss Science Kits

The Superintendent of Schools, Contra Costa County sent a letter on May 3, 2005 to the President of the Board of Education of the Mt. Diablo Unified School District indicating a finding of insufficient materials due to a lack of documentation of materials purchased for the following school: 

Glenbrook Middle School

Glenbrook Middle School did not comply with the deadline date of July 3, 2005 to correct the insufficiencies.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education has determined that Glenbrook Middle School as of July 3, 2005, has an insufficiency of instructional materials due to a lack of documentation of materials purchased for the following subject areas:

Math Grade 7

History/Social Science Grades 6-8

Foreign Language Spanish Grades 6-8

Documentation provided indicated that all activities were Board-approved.  In addition, sufficient purchase orders and inventory information were submitted, with the exception of Glenbrook Middle School.  Documentation available indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for all core content areas were made for the K-5 elementary grade students and 9-12 high school students in the district; the documentation also indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for Foreign Language were made for 9-12 high school students in the district.  The aforementioned purchases corresponded to the enrollment data for the district.  Based on a lack of documentation for Glenbrook Middle School, the determination was made that there was a lack of sufficient instructional materials for Math Grade 7, History/Social Science Grades 6-8, and Foreign Language Spanish Grades 6-8.

In addition, the district has provided documentation demonstrating that the Board resolution of sufficiency of approved instructional materials was held on December 14, 2004 with the required board minutes and agenda provided.  

School Facilities:

A review of the Mt.Diablo Unified School District Williams schools visited found the following emergency condition at Rio Vista Elementary School that posed an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff:

Playground/School Grounds:  Safety Concern---On the Kindergarten playground there was a city main water valve with a deep pit under construction.  This was not fenced and open to children.
In addition, the CCCOE visitation teams made the following observations, which demonstrate that the schools visited were not in “good repair”:

Bel Air Elementary School (Visited on April 14, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  Poor ventilation and cooling in Cafeteria Kitchen.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing ceiling tiles in cafeteria.  Broken floor tiles in one of the classrooms.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Cambridge Elementary School (Visited on April 13, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Fence work still being done.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing tiles in one of the classrooms.  Missing tiles in the kitchen.  Loose ceiling tiles in one of the classrooms.

Restrooms:  Three boys’ restroom urinals didn’t flush. Boys’ restroom had one urinal that overflowed. Two sinks were not working with running water.    Most soap dispensers were broken.  Two restrooms had loose seats.  

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Fair Oaks Elementary School (Visited on May 10, 2005)

Electrical:  One light out in one of the classrooms.  Internet connection running through three classrooms-----was not secured well.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Glenbrook Middle School (Visited on April 26, 2005)
Interior Surfaces:  Five classrooms had loose ceiling tiles.  Two classrooms had chipped flooring tiles at the entrance.  One classroom had damaged tiles.  The Girls’ Locker Room was missing a ceiling tile.

Hazardous Materials:  A room that served as a storage area had a “Restricted Area” sign posted and contained chemicals; the door was unlocked.  A refrigerator was placed precariously on top of counter.

Electrical:  A hallway light cover outside one of the classrooms was loose.

Restrooms:  The Girls’ Restroom in Block 400 had one broken faucet.  The Boys’ Restroom in the 700 Block had no drain in the sink, making it inoperable.  The Girls’ Restroom in the 700 Block had one door pushed in which did not allow it to be opened.  One sink and faucet were inoperable.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Meadow Homes Elementary (Visited on April 20, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  Multi-Use Room floor tiles broken and raised.

Hazardous Materials:  In the Main Office, and 8-inch asbestos tile was broken and missing.  In the Multi-Use Room, a chipped, 8-inch asbestos tile was observed in the food storage area.

Drinking Fountains:  The sink in one of the classrooms was dripping.

Restrooms:  In the 30 Wing, the Boys’ Restroom needed soap.

Playground/School Grounds:  Play area swing set had one “S” hook on the seat pinched with a chain.  The sidewalk on the west side of one of the classrooms had a large crack and chip.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Mt. Diablo High School (Visited on April 27, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  In one of the buildings the first step tile is broken.  The ramp to the elevator door is chipped on the 2nd floor of the Academic building.

Fire Safety:  The extinguishers in two classrooms show sign of discharge.

Electrical:  Uncovered box in one of the classrooms.

Restrooms:  Missing faucet in the Girls’ Restroom on the 2nd floor of the English Building.  Two faucets are missing from the Girls’ Restroom on the 1st floor of the Science Building.

Playground/School Grounds:  Crack and missing cement in slight ramp to elevator door on the 2nd floor of the AC Building.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Oak Grove Middle School (Visited on April 25, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  One small hole the size of a fist in fence around school.  Back gate chain locks were missing.

Interior Surfaces:  Water stains on ceiling tiles in one of the classrooms.

Fire Safety:  Only one room had a non-detached fire extinguisher.

Electrical:  One small missing electrical box cover.

Restrooms:  Large girls’ restroom had one stall with a leak.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Rio Vista Elementary School (Visited on April 19, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  Vent on back of one of the classrooms is obstructed by a bird’s nest.  Droppings were evident.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Fence outside of one classroom has a missing connection sleeve on horizontal pipe.

Interior Surfaces:  One classroom had a cracked, broken off asbestos floor tile.  The kitchen ceiling tiles are loose and falling.  The Multi-Use Room floor tiles are broken.  The library carpet is frayed with a long, exposed seam.

Electrical:  Four lights were out in the Multi-Use Room.  In one classroom, the ballast was out in one light.  The library had three light bulbs out.  In one of the classrooms, a light was out.

Restrooms:  The C/B Wing restrooms had no soap.  There was no water at one sink in the boys’ restroom.  In the MU/B Wing restrooms, one boy’s urinal wouldn’t flush, and one boys’ sink did not have water.  In the Kindergarten girls’ restroom in the hallway, one toilet did not flush and one sink was difficult to operate.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Riverview Middle School (Visited on April 22, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Library had stained ceiling tiles with rot on window casing in the upper left corner of the big windows.  Tiles were missing form the girls’ restroom located in the 300 Wing.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Shore Acres Elementary School (Visited on April 18, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  No air conditioning in the library.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Some windows are nailed shut.  Some can be removed.

Interior Surfaces:  Appearance of leak in ceiling with stained tiles.  

Electrical:  Primary classes in Primary wing have sections with poor lighting (old wing with Kindergarten and First Grade classrooms).

Drinking Fountains:  One of the classroom faucets was dripping.  The team heard what appeared to be water dripping from the ceiling above a storage area in one of the classrooms.

Restrooms:  Two faucets were broken or missing in the boys’ restroom in the primary wing.

Playground:  One section fenced off in orange as result of playground arson.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Ygnacio Valley Elementary School (Visited on April 21, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  Paint peeling in the boys’ and girls’ restrooms for grades 4 and 5.  The wall covering was peeling at the Multi Purpose Room entrance.  Broken floor tile at the Multi Purpose Room side entrance, which could present a tripping hazard.

Restrooms:  Primary grade girls’ restroom had a broken soap dispenser.

Playground/School Grounds:  Broken drinking fountain near the boys’ restroom.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

In addition to providing the aforementioned facilities observations to the principal of each Williams School visited, a written summary of facilities-related issues was sent to the superintendent at his request.

School Accountability Report Card:

The School Accountability Report Card (SARC) for the 2003-04 school year was available for review.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education will verify the 2004-05 SARC for the Mt. Diablo Unified School District Williams Schools for “the accuracy of data reported on the school accountability report card with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 and the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities, including good repair as required by Sections 17014, 17032.5, 17070.75, and 17089” in Fall, 2005.

In reference to the annual review of Teacher Assignment/Misassignment, please note the following information:


All teachers in Bel Air Elementary School, Cambridge Elementary School, Fair Oaks Elementary School, Glenbrook Middle School, Meadow Homes Elementary School, Mt. Diablo High School, Oak Grove Middle School, Rio Vista Elementary School, Riverview Middle School, Shore Acres Elementary School, and Ygnacio Valley Elementary School whose classroom composition exceeds 20% English learners have the required authorization (BCLAD, CLAD or SDAIE) for the student population.  

In reference to the Uniform Complaint information, the quarterly complaint report from the Mt. Diablo Unified School District provides the following information:


No complaints were filed as of July 11, 2005.  A Uniform Complaint Board Policy was adopted by the Mt. Diablo Unified School District on December 14, 2004.
