ANNUAL REPORT FOR WEST CONTRA COSTA UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT

SEPTEMBER, 2005

As part of the Williams Settlement, California Education Code Section 1240 requires that County Offices of Education visit schools identified in each county office’s respective county and report to each district and Board of Supervisors the results of the visitations to the schools in that particular district.  This report describes the results of the visits to the following schools in the West Contra Costa Unified School District:  Adams Middle, Bayview Elementary, Castro Elementary, Chavez Elementary, Coronado Elementary, Crespi Junior High, De Anza Senior High, Dover Elementary, Downer Elementary, El Sobrante Elementary, Fairmont Elementary, Ford Elementary, Grant Elementary, Harding Elementary, Helms Middle, Kennedy High, King Elementary, Lake Elementary, Lincoln Elementary, Lovonya DeJean Middle, Montalvin Manor, Nystrom Elementary, Peres Elementary, Pinole Junior High, Pinole Valley High, Portola Junior High, Richmond High, Riverside Elementary, Seaview Elementary, Stege Elementary, Tara Hills Elementary, Transition Learning Center, and Verde Elementary.  This is to certify that West Contra Costa Unified School District meets the necessary criteria for sufficient instructional materials and submitted the 2003-04 School Accountability Report Card.  West Contra Costa Unified School District did not meet the necessary criteria for facilities standards of good repair.

The purpose of the Contra Costa County Office of Education visits as specified in California Education Code Section 1240 was to insure:

1. That students have access to “sufficient instructional materials in four core subject areas (English language arts, mathematics, history/social science, science) and, as appropriate, science laboratory equipment, foreign languages, and health ”;

2. To assess compliance with facilities maintenance to determine the condition of a facility that “poses an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff”; and

3. To determine if the school has provided accurate data for the annual school accountability report card related to instructional materials and facilities maintenance.

The law further requires that the county superintendent annually monitor and review:

· Teacher assignments in Decile 1-3 schools, based on Academic Performance Index (API);

· Receive quarterly reports on complaints filed with the school district concerning insufficient instructional materials, teacher vacancies and misassignment and emergency or urgent facilities issues under the Uniform Complaint Procedure; and

· Expanded audit review authority in the areas of use of instructional materials program funds, teacher misassignment, and information reported on the school accountability report card.

The definitions of four basic terms used in this report are as follows:

· “Sufficient instructional materials” means every pupil, including English Language learners, has a textbook in the four core areas to use in class and to take home.

· “Facilities standards” means that each school district that receives state funding for facilities is required to establish a facilities inspection program and to ensure that each of the schools is maintained in good repair.

· “Good repair” is defined as maintaining schools that are clean, safe and functional.

· “Emergency condition” means a condition of the facility that poses an emergency and urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff.

The CCCOE findings during the visit to the Williams Settlement schools in West Contra Costa Unified School District related to the three areas of instructional materials, facilities and the school accountability report card are summarized below:

Documentation provided indicated that all activities were Board-approved.  In addition, purchase orders and inventory information were submitted.  Documentation available indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for all core content areas were made for the K-5 elementary grade students, 6-8 middle school students, and 9-12 high school students in the district; the documentation also indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for Health were made for 6-8 middle school students in the district and 9-12 high school students in the district for schools that offer Health as a separate course.  In addition, the documentation indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for Foreign Language were made for 6-8 middle school students in the district and 9-12 high school students in the district for schools that offer Foreign Language.  The aforementioned purchases corresponded to the enrollment data for the district.

In addition, the district has provided documentation demonstrating that the Board resolution of sufficiency of approved instructional materials was held on December 8, 2004 with the required board minutes and agenda provided.  

School Facilities:

A review of the West Contra Costa Unified School District Williams schools visited found the following emergency conditions at the schools noted that posed an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff:

Helms Middle School

1) Track holding folding wall that runs the entire length of the Gym and separates it into two sides is broken.  The large, heavy door is off the tracks in some places and is falling down.  The wall is very tenuous and there is added danger given that a ball or any number of things could hit the door.

2) Throughout the perimeter of the Gym the bleachers are broken and hanging in disrepair.  Many sharp edges are exposed.  The bleachers are not supported or entirely connected to the walls----they could tumble.

3) Ceiling tiles and structure are falling down on 2nd floor above main entrance and close to the stairway next to room 246.

4) Broken and falling ceiling tiles in Rooms 153, 154, and 155, hallway outside of Library, and hallway outside of Main Office.  

5) Dangerous, broken glass with sharp exposed edges at arm level in the glass block windows near Rooms 24, 114, and 121.

6) Nearly all drinking fountains do not work --- student access to water is too restrictive.  Fountains not working outside of Rooms 111, 115, 116, 121, 124, 125, 131, 144, 211, 216, 231, 233, 241, 244, and in the Gym and all locker rooms.

Lovonya DeJean Middle School

1) Missing drinking fountain on basketball courts --- leaving 3-4 inch pipes exposed and potential tripping hazard.

2) Broken glass on basketball court.
Montalvin Manor Elementary School

Playground/School Grounds:  Serious safety issue---lack of fencing between upper and lower playgrounds.  Students could trip over the asphalt curbing and fall down the asphalt-covered sloping hill.  Bushes around playground need to be cut down for visibility.  Kindergarten playground needs work.  Tetherball ropes were hanging down without balls attached creating a safety hazard.

Peres Elementary School

Windows/Doors/Gates:  The support bases on the construction fences stick out causing a hazard.  The fencing by the portables needs to be secured to the building to block access to the construction site.  The portables have large gaps in the hand railings, creating a potential hazard of a foot or an arm getting stuck.

Pinole Middle School

1) Major safety issue:  No functioning outside lights on campus perimeter near Rooms 11-13.  An entire side of Library does not have lighting.

2) Safety alarm --- One of two for whole campus (on west side of campus) has a short and frequently is tripped by very small movements.

3) Major restroom problems --- Missing paper towels in Rooms 7, 21, and 42.  In the Boys’ Restroom next to Room 11 there are no doors on the stalls, a missing faucet, two missing soap dispensers, low water pressure, and missing tiles at the baseboard.  In the Girls’ Restroom by Room 7 there are broken and missing floor and ceiling tiles, low water pressure in two sinks, missing light at the entry, missing soap dispenser, and a broken towel dispenser.  In the Girls’ Restroom by Room 16 two faucets are not working and there are missing floor and ceiling tiles.

In addition, the CCCOE visitation teams made the following observations, which demonstrate that the schools visited were not in “good repair”:

Adams Middle School (Visited on May 2, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  BB gun holes in front window of entrance.  Windows and sills need cleaning in entire school.

Interior Surfaces:  Almost all classrooms have floor or ceiling tile issues.  

Hazardous Materials:  All 9 X 9 tiles have asbestos backing in building.

Structural Damage:  Playground has asphalt cracks.

Fire Safety:  A teacher’s desk in one of the classrooms needs to be secured---it is currently on blocks.

Electrical: In one of the classrooms the computer outlet is unattached and hanging from the wall.  The common area by Room 215 has a light cover falling.  One of the classrooms has lights out.

Drinking Fountains:  Four drinking fountains not working.

Restrooms:  Numerous issues with faucets, paper towel holders, etc.

Playground/School Grounds:  Cracks in asphalt on playground.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.
Bayview Elementary School (Visited on April 11, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  A number of ceiling tiles were missing in all restrooms.

Restrooms:  Inadequately stocked with paper towels.  Custodial issues regarding cleanliness, graffiti, and supplies.

Playground:  Surface was very uneven.  Poor drainage, with standing water.  Area near access road unacceptable.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school was under reconstruction, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Castro Elementary School (Visited on April 8, 2005)

Gas Leaks:  Boiler is very old.  Some water seepage in the boiler room.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Four windows boarded up in one of the classrooms.

Interior Surfaces:  Most ceilings are stained.  Missing ceiling tiles in hallways of two of the classrooms.

Structural Damage:  Severe cracks in hallway ceiling near two of the classrooms.

Multipurpose Room:  Roof leaks, water on the floor, water damage to walls, missing ceiling tiles, and dry rot.  Restrooms in Multipurpose room were dirty; no soap in the girls’ restroom.

Drinking Fountains:  Not working outside main office, in computer lab, and in one of the classrooms.

Restrooms:  Insufficient number of restrooms.  In entire school, only six seats per sex, two of which are in the Multipurpose Room, which is too far from classes.  Need FRP behind urinals.

Playground/School Grounds:  Outside eating area did not have functional benches.  Pavement severely cracked.  

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Chavez Elementary School (Visited on April 11, 2005)
Windows/Doors/Gates:  Three classrooms have BB gun breakage in glass windows.  Gate missing between two classrooms. Carpet in library needs stretching.

Interior Surfaces:  Water damage visible in 4 classrooms and in hallway of downstairs in main building.

Fire Safety:  Two large TV’s on rolling carts should be moved out of hallway.

Electrical:  Wire exposed on back of one of the portables.

Restrooms:  Missing sink in girls’ restroom, with exposed pipes.  Two dryers were shut off in the boys’ restroom.  Two sinks had no water from the spigot.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Coronado Elementary (Visited on April 4, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  Every student restroom floor and ceiling needs cleaning.  Multipurpose Room floors were cracked and dirty.  Graffiti in lower grades restroom.

Hazardous Materials:  Upper grade boys’ restroom walls were peeling.

Electrical: Exposed wires on wall of Multipurpose Room near clock.

Pest/Vermin Infestation:  Rat trap in faculty room.

Restrooms:  Lower grade boys’ and girls’ restrooms did not have soap or seat covers.  Upper grade boys’ restroom did not have all faucets working.  The Multipurpose Room restroom was in an unacceptable state.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Crespi Junior High School (Visited on May 9, 2005)
Mechanical Systems:  Boxes on heater vents in Room 304.  Heater being used as a bookshelf in Room 308.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken window in Room 102.  Holes in windows of Cafeteria.

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles missing in several rooms.

Fire Safety:  No fire extinguishers in Gym.

Electrical:  Lots of classrooms had lights out or lights missing covers. Kitchen also had lights out.  Exposed wires by backdoor in Gym.

Drinking Fountains: Outside fountains in disrepair and most were not working.  Fountains inside by Library not working.

Restrooms:  In the Girls’ Restroom near the Quad, the second toilet leaked all over the restroom floor.  Lots of broken tiles.  The Boys’ Restroom in the 200 Building had one faucet broken.  No paper towels or soap in any of the restrooms that the team visited.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

De Anza High School (Visited on April 15, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  Boilers not working.  Pumps rusted and leaking. Debris.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken windows throughout.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing ceiling defusers.  Missing floor tiles.

Hazardous Materials:  Kitchen appears to have mold on ceiling. Peeling paint in the girls’ gym and in the hallway.

Structural Damage:  Crack in concrete demising wall in gym.  Crack by one of the classrooms.

Electrical: Covers on some heating units missing in eight classrooms.  Heating unit switch broken in small gym.  

Pest/Vermin Infestation:  Holes in ceilings in main hallway.

Drinking Fountains:  Most fountains not working properly or not working at all.

Restrooms:  All restrooms in need of paper and soap.  Some faucets and toilets not working or not working properly.  One restroom used as storage unit---needs major repair.  

Playground/School Grounds:  Asphalt in various areas needs repair.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Dover Elementary School (Visited on April 5, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  Multipurpose Room heater does not work.  The air conditioning was not working in two of the classrooms.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing floor tiles in one classroom, with asbestos material present.  Exposed sub flooring an ongoing issue.  Three classrooms had water damaged ceiling tiles.

Hazardous Materials:  Asbestos floor tiles with exposed edges in one of the classrooms.

Structural Damage:  The Multipurpose Room had an exterior/interior cracked wall.

Electrical:  Exposed electrical wires in two different classrooms.

Drinking Fountains:  Several lacked sufficient water pressure.

Restrooms:  In Multipurpose Room Restroom, hole in ceiling, stained walls, and flooring in disrepair.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

El Sobrante Elementary School (Visited on April 7, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Two broken windows.  Hole in wood fence by playground.

Interior Surfaces:  Multipurpose Room tiles and Hallway tiles broken.  Stained ceiling tiles in two classrooms caused by leaks.  Loose ceiling tiles in another classroom.  Stain on ceiling of library.

Exterior Surfaces:  Holes in linoleum in hallway near office and extended rooms.  Grafitti on windows throughout corridors.  Tile in hallway near Room 8 broken.

Hazardous Materials:  Paint peeling by two of the classrooms.  Floor tiles in Multipurpose Room need to be replaced.

Electrical:  Lights in hallway near office and extended rooms non-functioning.  Loose light fixture in library.  Cover on wires on floor of library needs to be reattached.

Drinking Fountains:  Need repairing in front of upper grades area.  Not all drinking fountains functioned.

Restrooms:  Toilet leaks when flushed in boys’ restroom.  Tiles coming up near girls’ restroom.  One broken faucet, water on the floor, no towels, and broken soap dispenser in boys’ restroom in the middle corridor. 

Playground:  Broken gate, locked.  Safety hazard.  Grass needs to be cut on field.  Weed growth on playground. Broken backstop. Exposed wires where clock was.

Other: Restroom doors on stalls have missing latches in upper grades.  Also two soap dispensers in each restroom.  Dirty sink in one of the classrooms.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Fairmont Elementary School (Visited on April 13, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  Two classrooms were missing floor tiles.

Hazardous Materials:  Door paint peeling in one of the classrooms.

Electrical:  Electric plug needs a cover on exterior wall by upper grade restrooms.

The CCCOE visitation team verified facilities issues that had been previously noted in the Interim Evaluation Instrument.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Ford Elementary School (Visited on April 14, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken/boarded up windows in three different classrooms.  Numerous gate repairs needed around the school’s perimeter.  Some missing gagtes between two portables.  Gates that are attached do not latch.

Interior Surfaces:  Floor tiles need replacing in two classrooms.  Ceiling tiles need replacing in two classrooms.  Water damage to ceiling in the library, Multipurpose Room, and in 7 classrooms, 1 foot in diameter hole in wall near ceiling next to heater in one of the classrooms, cement floor in outside hallway is cracked.

Electrical:  Broken, exposed wire outside one of the classrooms.

Restrooms:  In main restrooms, girls’ restroom has leaking toilet.  Multipurpose Room restrooms have a broken toilet seat in the girls’ restroom and a leaking seat in the boys’ restroom.

Plumbing/Pipes:  Loose sink pipe in one of the classrooms.  Leaking sink in another classroom.  Sink trap corroded and falling off in a third classroom.

Exterior Wall:  Steel cover/door is off its hinges, leaving a large opening in side of wall outside main restrooms in back.  

The CCCOE visitation team verified facilities issues that had been previously noted in the Interim Evaluation Instrument.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Grant Elementary School (Visited on April 18, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  Problem with heating system.  Heating vents covered with boxes, computers, paper in several classrooms.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Most windows are not operational in main building.  Most gates in need of repair.  Several ramps into portable classrooms have railings with gaps that could be safety issue.  Exit in computer room locked from inside with padlock.  Kick lever to release bars (gate) covering exit windows in portables often blocked and not easily accessible.

Interior Surfaces:  Loose or missing tiles in two classrooms.  Floor tiles broken or missing in two other classrooms.  

Hazardous Materials:  Peeling paint on many exterior walls, outside one classroom and in the interior of another classroom.

Structural Damage:  Concrete torn up in Boiler Room.

Fire Safety:  Paper and boxes covering many classroom heating vents.

Electrical:  Light panels out in Multipurpose Room and two classrooms.  Alarm hanging from wires from the roof of one of the classrooms. One classroom had multiple circuit breakers in one electrical outlet.

Drinking Fountains:  Not working in Multipurpose Room and outside Multipurpose Room.  Leaky faucets in two classrooms.

Restrooms:  Four restrooms in main building were missing paper towels, seat covers, and several didn’t have soap.  Boys’ restroom in Multi Use Room had one toilet that didn’t flush.

Playground:  Most of blacktop area old with minor to small cracks.  

Other:  Major graffiti issues.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Harding Elementary School (Visited on May 2, 2005)
Interior Surfaces:  A few ceiling tiles were pushed out of place.

Electrical:  Computer cables dangling across a play area in a Kindergarten class.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school is under reconstruction, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Helms Middle School (Visited on May 6, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Glass in various doors that lead to the 1st floor courtyards are broken/cracked inside:  these doors have asbestos in them and can’t be replaced until students are not present.  Broken windows in Rooms 154 and 401, and outside of Rooms 141 to 144, outside of Rooms 231 to 233, outside of Rooms 241 to 244, 301, 309, 403, and Gym above double doors by the playground and the Internet Studio.  Door to the outside is stuck shut and not functional in the Gym.  Wooden accordion door that separates the Gym from the stage is broken and not functional.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing baseboards in various places on 2nd floor.  Cracked or missing floor tiles in the hallway outside of the 100 Wing, in Rooms 153, 154, 155, in hallway outside Room 260, various places on 2nd floor, and in Room 605.  Cracked or missing ceiling tiles in various places in hallways of first and second floors, multiple missing tiles outside of Library.  In Rooms P25, P27, 24, 123, 153, 154, 155, 604, and outside of Room 144.  Water damaged ceilings and walls in Rooms P26, 25, 27, 111, 113, 132, 155, 604, and 605, and outside of Rooms 213 and 223.

Hazardous Materials:  Stripped walls in Room 605.  Peeing paint outside of all portables and in many restrooms.  Bubbling floor tiles in hall near staff restroom on 1st floor.  1st floor hole in stucco.  Throughout school and locker rooms:  lockers rusted and broken, partially bent open with doors hanging from locker.  Front left corner of P26:  exterior molding is broken.  Boys’ Restroom near Room 221: lock/latch is missing or broken.  Asbestos in windows of doors on 1st floor --- leading out to courtyards.

Fire Safety:  Alarms dangling by their exposed electrical cords:  outside of Rooms 235, 242, 244 and outside of the Library.

Electrical:  Corroded electrical outlets in Boys’ Locker room.  Electrical wiring dangling from outlets in the wall of the 2nd floor hallway.  Frayed wires hanging from ceiling and HVAC controls uncovered on back wall in Room P23.  Switch plate broken under chalk board in Room P27 and in Room 604 on back wall.  Exposed outlets and wiring in Gym.  Throughout school electrical panels and fuse boxes not locked or latched (including in the Gym).  Lights missing or not functioning:  Outside of Rooms 111, 115, 116, 121, 123, 132, 142, 143, 144, 154, 213, 225, 231, 241, and outside of Library.  Also, there are broken lights and missing light covers in the Gym.

Restrooms:  Nearly all sink spigots are missing so the sink water cannot be accessed at all; many restrooms do not have soap dispensers let alone soap.  Approximately half of the stalls do not have toilet paper.  Peeling ceiling paint in various restrooms.  Missing stall in Girls’ Restroom next to Room 231.  By far,  the conditions in the Boys’ Locker Room restrooms are far worse than the Girl’s Locker Room restrooms:  leaking toilets, no soap, no toilet paper.  None of the showers are functional.  Drinking fountains do not work..  Heater unit dangling and does not work in girls’ locker room.  Many locker doors are broken with sharp protruding metal edges exposed.

Sewer:  Standing water between portables P27 and P26.

School Grounds:  Fencing between P23 and P24 is broken and rolled back ---- water fountain is filthy.  Fields have many gopher holes and are in general disrepair.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Kennedy High School (Visited on May 13, 2005)

Interior Surfaces: Missing/damaged floor tiles in Rooms 120, 122, 124, 125, 127, 132, 129, 203, 210, 212, 217, 218, 220, 404, 405, 406, 408, 604, 605, and 910.  Ceiling tiles and water damage in Room 910.  Problem with bifold doors in Room 120, Room 122, and Cafeteria.

Fire Safety:  Fire extinguisher in Library needs refill.

Electrical:  Exposed wiring on wire mold in Room 132.  Missing receptacle plates in Rooms 120, 126, 127, 132, 201, 209, 405, 408, and 605.  Missing diffuser in Rooms 604 and 408.

Drinking Fountains:  Problem with faucet in Room 405.

Restrooms:  Broken faucet in the Boys’ Restroom near Room 120.  Broken faucet in Room 213 near Girls’ Restroom.  Toilet leak in Boys’ Restroom near Room 213.  Toilet leak in Girls’ Restroom near Room 213.

Playground/School Grounds:  Holes in asphalt in the Physical Education area.

Girls’ Locker Rooms:  Lighting burned out in the locker room and dance room.  Fountains not working in the Girls’ Locker Room.

Boys’ Locker Room:  Crash bar for door is missing.  Broken locker doors.  Loose sinks.  Loose toilet seats.  Broken light switch.  Access panel in electrical room should be locked.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

King Elementary School (Visited on April 22, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  One of the rooms was missing ceiling tiles.  Community Building had mildew odor and dry rot.

Drinking Fountains:  Outside older wing by playground, the drinking fountain doesn’t work.

Restrooms:  Upstairs girls’ restroom has one toilet that doesn’t function.  Upstairs girls’ restroom does not have faucets that function properly.  SH girls’ and boys’ restroom does not have soap.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Lake Elementary School (Visited on April 29, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles missing in four classrooms and in the portable restroom.

Hazardous Materials:  Nine-inch tiles missing and broken in one of the classrooms, in the main hallway, and in the Multi-Purpose Room.

Fire Safety:  Lights out on exit signs in Multi-Purpose Room.  Need extinguishers in the rooms in pod 21-26.

Electrical:  Exposed wires at outlet in one of the classrooms with the cover on the circuit box hanging; exposed wires under the sink.  Lights burned out in seven classrooms.

Restrooms:  No paper towel holders in the restrooms next to Room 11; exposed wires in both the girls’ and boys’ restrooms.  In the portable restrooms, no paper towel holders or towels, no soap, ceiling tiles missing, wires exposed, switch plate cover missing, fixtures loose on the walls, and water was on the floor.

Sewer:  Standing water, with no drainage, next to portable restroom.

Playground/School Grounds:  Standing water by 20 wing.  Wooden benches broken on playground.  Exposed wires on eve by 20 wing restrooms.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Lincoln Elementary School (Visited on April 20, 2005).

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Magnetic latches on hall entry doors are broken and dangling.

Drinking Fountains:  In one of the classrooms, the faucet doesn’t work and the drinking fountain doesn’t work.  In the first floor girls’ restroom two sinks are not working.

Restrooms:  No soap and paper towels in student restrooms.

Playground/School Grounds:  Cyclone fence stabilizer braces jut out.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school has been completely remodernized, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Lovonya DeJean Middle School (Visited on May 9, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Boarded window in Media Center.  Exit door does not close to latch/lock Counseling area.  Large hairline crack in widow at the back of the hallway in Building C.

Interior Surfaces:  Holes in walls in Rooms B201, B206, E110, E104, and in the hallway to Counseling.  Missing clock and speaker in G109.  Missing floor tiles in doorway to Cafeteria.  

Hazardous Materials:  Chipping, peeling paint in C102 and in the Counseling area.

Electrical:  Gym has broken exit signs, broken glass of fire exit boxes, hanging electrical wire on floor at the corner of the Gym on the street near the parking lot.

Boys’ Locker Room:  Crack in base of back wall.  Paint/wall chipped all around exit door to the fields.  

Drinking Fountains:  Fountain not working in the Library, on the 2nd floor in Building D, in the Gym, and in the Girls’ Locker Room.  Leaking fountain near D107.  Low water pressure in the Gym and in the Girls’ Locker Room.

Restrooms:  No paper towels in the Girls’ Restroom in Building B.  Toilet does not flush in the Boys’ Restroom in Building C.  No toilet paper in the Boys’ Restroom in Building D. No soap in the Boys’ Locker Room restroom.

Playground/School Grounds:  Cracks in asphalt on playground.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Montalvin Manor Elementary School (Visited on April 25, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Two broken windows on hall doors out to playground.

Interior Surfaces:  Large cuts in hallway walls on both sides of classroom doors need to be filled.  Chains used to close blinds hang dangerously low in many classrooms----safety hazard.  In one of the classrooms, the carpet is curling up and needs to be taped down.

Electrical:  Broken faceplate on electrical outlet in one of the classrooms.

Drinking Fountains:  Inadequate water pressure in drinking fountain in cafeteria.  Water faucet in one of the classrooms doesn’t turn on.

Restrooms:  Kindergarten restroom has a broken sink, no towels near sink, filthy floor with urine and possible fecal matter.  No paper towels in one of the classroom restrooms.  Restrooms near Kindergarten room have a broken hand dryer in the boys’ restroom.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school has been completely remodernized, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Nystrom Elementary School (Visited on April 4, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Six classrooms had broken windows that were boarded up.

Interior Surfaces:  Multipurpose Room has asbestos tiles broken and missing.

Hazardous Materials:  Multipurpose Room exterior paint peeling on one wall.

Drinking Fountains:  Water pressure lacking in several fountains.

Restrooms:  A couple of restrooms were out of paper towels. One lacked soap.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Peres Elementary School (Visited on April 29, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  All three of the lunch room portables are missing ceiling tiles.  The portables have fraying carpet in the center of the room, causing a tripping hazard.

Fire Safety:  The extra fire extinguishers in one of the classrooms are not charged.

Electrical:  One of the portables has exposed networking wires.

Restrooms:  The girls’ restroom in the portable for Cafeteria #1 is out of order.  The boys’ restroom has a slow running urinal.  The girls’ restroom has one faucet slow at stopping.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school has been completely remodernized, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Pinole Jr. High (Visited on May 11, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Exterior walls/holes in the stucco near Rooms 9, 11, 36, and in the Women’s Restroom creating dry rot.  Cracked/broken windows in the Multi Purpose Room and the Library.  Library windows don’t open.  Various rain/water gutters are full of dirt and weeds.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing or damaged floor tiles in Rooms 7, 9, 21-23, 31, 33, 34, 36, 38, 40, 42, 43, the Multi Purpose Room and hall by Rooms 17 and 18, and Library entrance.  Falling/missing ceiling tiles in Rooms 5, 7, 21-47, 14, and the Library.  Large floor crack in Room 42.

Hazardous Materials:  Chipped and cracking paint throughout buildings.  

Structural Damage:  Outside Library:  major leaking, large hole in outside floor, dry rot (also near Room 22).

Fire Safety:  Fire extinguisher discharged and has pin out in Room 46.

Electrical:  Exposed wiring in Rooms 35, 36, and 22.  Burned out lights in Rooms 5, 7, 14, 9, 21, 28, 33-44, and in the Library.  Missing light covers in the Multi Purpose Room and also in Rooms 3, 10, 21, 26, 36, 37, and 44.  

Portables (to be demolished in June):  Rooms 23-27 completely torn apart; damaged ceilings, floors, benches, lockers; leaking roof.

Drinking Fountains:  Not working in Rooms 3, 17, 22, and by Room 7 outside Room 33.

Playground/School Grounds:  Holes in asphalt by Rooms 9 and 12.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Pinole Valley High School (Visited on May 16, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken windows in Room 218 and in the Library.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing, damaged floor tiles in Rooms 1006, 214, 317, 306, 308, 310, 316, 212, 1002, 1003, 314, 208, and 1005.  Missing, damaged ceiling tiles in Rooms 1006, 308, 409, 412, 305, 316, 205, the Multi-Purpose Room, the Gym, Room 314, and Room 208.  Wall texture damage in Rooms 214, 317, 406, 412, 310, 309, 303, 313, and 510.  

Hazardous Materials:  Mold in Boys’ Locker Room shower.  

Electrical:  Missing fixtures, covers, exposed wires in Rooms 110, 1006, 218, 215, 317, 409, 412, the stage, the Gym, the Boys’ Locker Room, Room 407, and Room 507.

Drinking Fountains:  Fountains not working at the end of the 300 Wing.

Restrooms:  200 Wing Boys’ Restroom has a plugged toilet.  200 Wing Girls’ Restroom has a missing sink, missing floor tile, and missing wall tile.  The 300 Wing Girls’ Restroom has a missing wall tile.  The Men’s Restroom in the Administrative Wing does not have any hot water.

The Interim Evaluation Instrument and the CCCOE visitation team noted different facilities issues.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.
Portola Junior High (Visited on May 12, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  Restrooms poorly ventilated.  Holes cut in plastic windows to promote air.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Snack Bar door missing.  A few boarded-up windows in Cafeteria 2nd floor Girls’ Restroom, and Snack Bar.  Broken window in the Girls’ Restroom on the first floor and in Boys’ Locker Room.

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles missing in stairwell to second floor, Snack Bar, and Room 210.  Major holes in restroom ceilings from water damage.  Many rooms had water damage on ceilings which resulted in rusting metal, missing ceiling tiles, and peeling paint.

Hazardous Materials:  Peeling paint on ceilings of most restrooms from water damage.

Structural Damage:  Severe cracks from land sliding in multiple locations, including outside the 100/200 Wing and locker rooms.

Electrical:  Lights out in almost every classroom visited by the CCCOE team and also the Library.  Light covers missing in stairwell to 2nd floor, Library, and Cafeteria.

Drinking Fountains:  Several drinking fountains were not operational (by Room 508 and Girls’ Locker Room).

Restrooms:  No soap or paper towels.  Boys’ Restroom on the 1st floor had the stench of urine and also had a dirty floor.  Restrooms in general were dirty, rancid-smelling, filled with graffiti, had paint peeling, poor ventilation, and holes in ceilings.  Faucets frequently didn’t work or were missing tops.

Playground/School Grounds:  Significant cracks in multiple locations from land sliding down hill.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Richmond High School (Visited on April 7, 2005)

Electrical:  Exposes wires near speaker in two classrooms.  Light switch cover plate with open wiring by speaker in another classroom.  The Little Theater had exposed wiring above the electrical panel backstage.  Air return screen in the library was falling.  Electrical panel with exposed wiring in Band/Music Room.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing ceiling tile in one classroom.  Ceiling tiles appear to have roof leak stains in another classroom.  Hole in wall in a different classroom.  Accordion door falling apart in one of the classrooms.  In one of the classrooms, ceiling tiles were missing, as well as floor tiles---holes were observed in the walls and on the counter tops.  In a different classroom, ceiling tiles were missing.  The heating and air conditioning cabinet was falling apart.  The carpeting needed to be replaced in one of the classrooms.  The carpet in the library presented a tripping hazard.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Door entrance to one of the classrooms did not have good transition.  Gas access doors need lock.  Entrance door to 430-439 wing had a problem with the window frame.

Drinking Fountains:  Leaking faucets in the kitchen. Fountains missing or broken.  Water leaking under Port Building.

Restrooms:  East Hall girls’ restroom was missing a sink, faucet, and toilet seat.  The East Hall boys’ restroom had a missing sink and missing toilet seats.  The West Main girls’ restroom had a missing toilet seat.  The West Main boys’ restroom had non-functioning faucets.  The faucet in the restroom in the girls’ gym was missing a faucet.

Playground/School Grounds:  Fencing is an issue.  Asphalt missing in parking lot.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Riverside Elementary School (Visited on April 6, 2005)

Mechanical Systems:  None of the classrooms have air conditioning---only the office and library.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Playground stabilizers on temporary gates are unstable and potential tripping hazards.

Interior Surfaces:  Multipurpose Room / Kitchen has a soap dispenser that doesn’t have a catch---excess soap coats the floor making it slippery.

Fire Safety:  The building housing the Multipurpose Room/Kitchen has no sprinkler system.

Drinking Fountains:  Not functioning in four of the classrooms.

Playground/School Grounds:  Playground under construction.  The new fire hydrants (approximately 3 with average height of 3 feet) are in center of playground.  In addition to concerns about students tripping/running into these obstructions, there is open (unplugged) tubing which students could easily plug up.

Other:  The janitorial clean-up area sink is adjacent to the food preparation area.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school was under reconstruction, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Seaview Elementary School (Visited on April 8, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Library door missing latch.

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles missing in Cafeteria and in one of the classrooms.

Hazardous Materials:  Chipping on ceiling.

Structural Damage:  Repair hole in cyclone fence.

Fire Safety:  One door blocked in Kindergarten classroom.  No sprinklers.

Electrical:  Lights out in the library, cafeteria, and in four of the classrooms.

Drinking Fountains:  One outdoor faucet not working.

Restrooms:  No soap or paper towels in boys’ restroom.  In girls’ restroom, one faucet not working, no soap, and toilet seat on floor.

Playground/School Grounds:  All cement school grounds.  Small play structure for K-3.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Stege Elementary School (Visited on April 8, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Four classrooms have boarded windows.  One of the gates to the playground needs welding and chain lock.  Gate by Portrero entrance to school needs repair.

Interior Surfaces:  Hallway by 10 of the classrooms and by drinking fountain missing floor tiles.  Ceiling tiles needed in one classroom and in hallway near two other classrooms.  Hole in wall in one of the classrooms.  Peeling paint in another classroom.

Structural Damage:  Outside/outdoors plywood for one of the classrooms has dry rot.

Drinking Fountains:  Two turned off  (one in Multipurpose Room and one in front of main office).

Restrooms:  Kindergarten restroom has holes in walls, severe rust on walls and stall dividers, water damage, no soap or paper towels, stained sink, and a missing cover on the light.  The Multipurpose Room restroom has no sign on either door, no soap, and one that is not working.  The upper grade restrooms have glass on the window ledge and extreme peeling paint on the walls.  The lower grade boys’ restroom has two urinals with low pressure, one urinal that doesn’t work, soap in one of two dispensers, extensive peeling paint, and a boarded door.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Transition Learning Center (Visited on April 15, 2005)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken window in hallway outside one of the classrooms.

Interior Surfaces:  Ripped carpet in one of the classrooms.  Missing floor tiles in two other classrooms.  Missing ceiling tiles in five classrooms.

Electrical:  Lights not working in five classrooms.  Cable hanging/partially attached to window in Multipurpose Room.

Restrooms:  Dirty.  Missing sink in boys’ and girls’ restrooms---remaining hardware and pipes exposed.  Sink not working in boys’ restroom.  Missing light covers and soap dispensers in boys’ and girls’ restrooms.

Other:  Some graffiti in the Multipurpose Room and one of the classrooms.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, some, but not all, of the aforementioned facilities issues were noted.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

Verde Elementary School (Visited on April 19, 2005)

Interior Surfaces:  Leak in library discolored several ceiling tiles.

Drinking Fountains:  Several hallway water fountains had low (to no) water pressure.  Many classroom sink faucets not tightened down (newly installed during renovation).

Restrooms:  Several student restrooms did not have toilet paper or seat covers.  New (and old) soap dispensers in restrooms and classrooms did not have any soap. Most sinks in classrooms did not have either a bottle of soap or a soap dispenser.

According to the Interim Evaluation Instrument, the school has been completely remodernized, and no facilities issues were noted.  The aforementioned observations were shared with the principal at the end of the visit.

The CCCOE visitation teams did not note any facilities-related issues for the following school:

Tara Hills Elementary School (Visited on April 12, 2005)

The visitation team did not note any facilities issues.  The Interim Evaluation Instrument noted that the school is under reconstruction at this time.

In addition to providing the aforementioned facilities observations to the principal of each Williams School visited, a written summary of facilities-related issues was sent to the superintendent at his request.

School Accountability Report Card:

The School Accountability Report Card (SARC) for the 2003-04 school year was available for review.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education will verify the 2004-05 SARC for the West Contra Costa Unified School District Williams Schools for “the accuracy of data reported on the school accountability report card with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 and the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities, including good repair as required by Sections 17014, 17032.5, 17070.75, and 17089” in Fall, 2005.

In reference to the annual review of Teacher Assignment/Misassignment, please note the following information:


All teachers in Adams Middle School, Bayview Elementary School, Castro Elementary School, Chavez Elementary School, Coronado Elementary School, Crespi Junior High School, De Anza Senior High School, Dover Elementary School, Downer Elementary School, El Sobrante Elementary School, Fairmont Elementary School, Ford Elementary School, Grant Elementary School, Harding Elementary School, Helms Middle School, Kennedy High School, King Elementary School, Lake Elementary School, Lincoln Elementary School, Lovonya DeJean Middle School, Montalvin Manor Elementary School, Nystrom Elementary School, Peres Elementary School, Pinole Junior High School, Pinole Valley High School, Portola Junior High School, Richmond High School, Riverside Elementary School, Stege Elementary School, Tara Hills Elementary School, Transition Learning Center, and Verde Elementary School whose classroom composition exceeds 20% English learners have the required authorization (BCLAD, CLAD or SDAIE) for the student population.
