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ANNUAL REPORT FOR ANTIOCH UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT

DECEMBER, 2006

As part of the Williams Settlement, California Education Code Section 1240 requires that County Offices of Education visit schools identified in each county office’s respective county and report to each district and Board of Supervisors the results of the visitations to the schools in that particular district.  This report describes the results of the visits to the following schools in the Antioch Unified School District that took place in September and October, 2006:  Antioch Middle, Fremont Elementary, Kimball Elementary, and Marsh Elementary.  This is to certify that Antioch Unified School District meets the necessary criteria for sufficient instructional materials and submitted the 2005-06 School Accountability Report Card.  Antioch Unified School District did not meet the necessary criteria for facilities standards of good repair.

The purpose of the Contra Costa County Office of Education visits as specified in California Education Code Section 1240 was to insure:

1. That students have access to “sufficient instructional materials in four core subject areas (English language arts, mathematics, history/social science, science) and, as appropriate, science laboratory equipment, foreign languages, and health ”;

2. To assess compliance with facilities maintenance to determine the condition of a facility that “poses an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff”; and

3. To determine if the school has provided accurate data for the annual school accountability report card related to instructional materials and facilities maintenance.

The law further requires that the county superintendent annually monitor and review:

· Teacher assignments in Decile 1-3 schools, based on the Academic Performance Index (API) for 2003;

· Receive quarterly reports on complaints filed with the school district concerning insufficient instructional materials, teacher vacancies and misassignment and emergency or urgent facilities issues under the Uniform Complaint Procedure; and

· Expanded audit review authority in the areas of use of instructional materials program funds, teacher misassignment, and information reported on the school accountability report card.

The definitions of four basic terms used in this report are as follows:

· “Sufficient instructional materials” means every pupil, including English Language learners, has a textbook in the four core areas to use in class and to have access to use at home.

· “Facilities standards” means that each school district that receives state funding for facilities is required to establish a facilities inspection program and to ensure that each of the schools is maintained in good repair.

· “Good repair” is defined as maintaining schools that are clean, safe and functional.

· “Emergency condition” means a condition of the facility that poses an emergency and urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff.

The CCCOE findings during the visit to the Williams Settlement schools in Antioch Unified School District related to the three areas of instructional materials, facilities, and the school accountability report card are summarized below:

Instructional Materials:

Antioch Unified School District has purchased sufficient instructional materials for the following core content areas for the schools listed below:

Fremont Elementary School

Kimball Elementary School

Kimball is currently undergoing the SAIT process.  As a result, the Contra Costa County Office of Education conducted a Facilities Only visitation to Kimball, and did not collect any instructional materials documentation.

Antioch Middle School

Reading Language Arts:  Prentice Hall Literature:  Timeless Voices, Timeless Themes 

ELD:  Hampton Brown, High Point

Mathematics:  Scott Foresman, Prentice Hall, Mathematics Grade 6; Prentice Hall Pre-Algebra, CA Edition Grade 7; Prentice Hall Algebra 1, CA Edition Grade 8

History Social Science:  Teachers’ Curriculum Institute, History Alive! California Middle Schools Program 

Science:  Holt Rinehart and Winston, Holt Science and Technology

Foreign Language:  Not offered

Health:  Healthweave Kits Grade 7
Documentation provided indicated that all activities were Board-approved.  In addition, inventory information was submitted, as well as purchase orders, when necessary.  Documentation available indicated that sufficient instructional materials for all core content areas were available for the K-5 elementary grade students and 6-8 middle school students, as well as for Grade 7 Health in the district’s Williams schools.  The aforementioned instructional materials sufficiencies corresponded to the enrollment data for the district.

In addition, the district has provided documentation demonstrating that the Board resolution of sufficiency of approved instructional materials was held on September 13, 2006 with the required board minutes and agenda provided.  

School Facilities:

A review of the Antioch Unified School District schools visited did not find any emergency condition that posed an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff.

The CCCOE Williams visitation teams made the following observations, which demonstrate that the schools visited were not in “good repair”:

Antioch Middle School (Visited on September 30, 2006)

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tile stains in Room 103.  Broken / missing baseboards throughout campus.  Chipping / peeling paint in Rooms 103, 104, 105, 108, 107, and doors of Kitchen / Cafeteria.  Missing / loose floor tiles in Computer Lab and in southwest corner of Kitchen / Cafeteria.  Carpeting at door of Room 214 needs repairing / replacing.  Chipping / peeling wallpaper in Rooms 402 and 408.  Missing / loose ceiling tiles on walls of Gym.  

Electrical:  Loose / exposed data line wires in Rooms 108, 201, and 102.  Missing / broken lamps in Rooms 104, 201, 306, 403, 406, 108, Gym, Cafeteria / Kitchen, and Girls’ Restroom by Room 212.  Missing / broken diffusers in Rooms 103, 102, 306, 403, 402, 104, Kitchen / Cafeteria, and Girls’ Restrooms by Room 212. Extension cords in Rooms 105, 406, and 212 need repairing / replacing.  Falling light fixture in Room 306.  Surge protector cords across floor in Room 102.  Electrical cover plates missing in Room 405.  Loose electrical box in Gym.

Mechanical Systems:  Return air vent covered in Room 107.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Doors and jambs need painting throughout campus.  Missing / broken window screens in Room 305.  Broken window / door at the entrance to the Library.  Door in Gym needs to be repaired / replaced.

Drinking Fountains:  Spigot missing on sink in Computer Lab.  No water pressure in drinking fountains by Rooms 212 and 301.

Fire Safety: Loose extinguisher in Room 406.  Fire sprinkler in walk-in cooler has rust on ceiling.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant cracks and holes throughout the quad area.

Restrooms:  Missing paper towels in Girls’ Restroom by Room 212.  Missing / broken spigots in Girls’ Restroom by Room 212.

Other: Sink in Computer Lab needs repairing / replacing---metal grate on one of the sinks has sharp edges.  Broken mirror in Girls’ Locker Room above lockers.  Holes in upholstery in Library.  Stage curtains on stage need repairing / replacing.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Antioch Middle School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visitation:  Windows/Doors/Gates---windows in Room 300 in the back stairwell and in the old office next to the main entrance have been repaired; handle on the 300 Wing stairwell door has been replaced; Pest/Vermin Infestation---holes in Gym wall not observed; Electrical---adequate lighting outside Room 207; Restrooms---sinks in Boys’ Restroom in 400 Wing have been replaced; spigots in Room 302 have been repaired; 

Playground/School Grounds---hole in concrete outside Room S1 not observed.

Some facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005 visitation; other issues that were previously noted continue to be a problem. The facilities observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with the Teacher on Special Assignment at the end of the visit.

Fremont Elementary School (Visited on September 27, 2006)

Electrical:  Light out in Room K1.  

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Doors in Library need painting.

Playground / School Grounds:  Open drain near fountain in D Wing with a 6-inch drop---this could be a hazard.  Cover on large drain outside Room 32 is only held by two nails----this needs to be checked.

Restrooms:  Both restrooms at the end of B Wing need paper towel dispenser and soap dispenser.  Boys’ Restroom at the end of B Wing needs toilet paper dispenser.

Other:  Air conditioning inconsistent in Room 15.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: 1) Conduit open outside office---conduit outside office is no longer open; 2) Open conduit electrical wiring by Room S1---this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visit were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005 visitation.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Linda Rankin at the end of the visit.

Kimball Elementary School (Visited on September 28, 2006)

Interior Surfaces:  Missing / loose ceiling tiles in Portable D.  Chipping / peeling paint on the door of Room 14A.  Stained tiles in Rooms 13, 24, and in the Multi-Use Room.

Electrical:  Missing / broken cover plates on the Kinder playground.  Lamps out in Rooms 13, 20, and in the Library.

Fire Safety:  Two surge protectors plugged together and surge protector by the sink in Room 17.  

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant cracks and significant holes throughout campus. Particularly serious cracks at the doorway of the west side of the school.  Primary Playground equipment has peeling paint and coatings, a loose wooden step, and a structure with an open porthole----which could present a fall issue.  Peeling paint all over campus.

Restrooms:  Plugged toilets in Boys’ Restroom next to Room 14.  Slow flushing toilets in Boys’ Restroom in Wing 5.

Other:  LB cover plate missing on Kindergarten playground.  Uneven ramp / asphalt for Portable D.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Kimball Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visitation: Mechanical Systems---Room 19 air conditioning needed to be fixed---this situation has been addressed; the gasket around the walk in cooler is starting to fail in spots—this situation has been addressed; Interior Surfaces---one ceiling tile in Cafeteria has been replaced; ceiling tiles in Cafeteria, Room 18, and in Room 14 over sink have been repaired; water damage in Room 18 on ceiling, affecting four tiles---this situation has been addressed; Formica counter top is chipped in Kitchen---this situation has been addressed; Electrical---adequate lighting in Office and in Room 14; lights now functioning outside Kitchen at the back; Drinking Fountains---drinking fountain in Room 17 has been repaired; Restrooms---toilet in Girls’ Restroom by Room 24 no longer leaks; the Room 13 soap dispenser now functions properly; Playground/School Grounds---improperly stored refuse behind Kitchen---the pallets outside of the Kitchen back door have been removed; gutter around main building has many areas where the screen cover appears to be broken---this has been addressed.

Some facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005; other issues that were previously noted continue to be a problem.    The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Richard Gifford, Vice Principal, Dave Kundert, Director of Maintenance, and Josh Isenbarger, Custodian, at the end of the visit.

Marsh Elementary School (Visited on September 29, 2006)

Electrical:  Lights out in Rooms 12, 16, and 11.  Outlet by sink doesn’t work in Room 5.  One overhead light out and face plate ajar on the outlet at the front of the room in Room 17.  Overhead light missing cover in Room 34.  Light fixture cracked and loose on eaves of hallway below Room 10.

Mechanical Systems:  Heating does not work in Rooms 11 and 9.

Drinking Fountains:  Small water fountain next to Room 6 has little water pressure.  Drinking water faucet in Room 4 not working.  Water fountain on sink in Room 9 not working.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Missing screen and glass on door with window panels in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms on playground---currently boarded.

Restrooms:  Girls’ Restroom in Room 11 out of order.

Playground / School Grounds:  Peeling paint on classroom eaves.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: 1) Room 11 has no air conditioning / heat----the heating in this room still does not work properly;2) kitchen wiring needs to be capped---this situation has been addressed.

Some facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005 visitation; other issues that were previously noted continue to be a problem. The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Veronica Kimble, Principal, and David Kundert, Director of Maintenance, at the end of the visit.

School Accountability Report Card:

The School Accountability Report Card (SARC) for the 2005-06 school year was available for review.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education verified the 2005-06 SARC for the Antioch Unified School District Williams Schools for “the accuracy of data reported on the school accountability report card with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 and the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities, including good repair as required by Sections 17014, 17032.5, 17070.75, and 17089” and compared it with the CCCOE Williams visitation and data collection from Fall 2005.  The data reported on the SARC with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 was accurate.  However, the data reported on the SARC with respect to the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities was inaccurate.  

In reference to the annual review of Teacher Assignment/Misassignment, please note the following information:


The findings for the 2006-07 school year Williams assignment monitoring for Antioch Unified School District determined that a total of 145 teachers at Fremont Elementary, Kimball Elementary, Marsh Elementary, and Antioch Middle School are under review.  All teachers at Kimball Elementary, Fremont Elementary, Marsh Elementary, and Antioch Middle School hold appropriate credentials and are certified to teach EL learners.  

In reference to the Uniform Complaint information, the quarterly complaint report from the Antioch Unified School District provides the following information:


During the period from October 2005 to December 2005, one complaint was received in the area of Facilities.  This complaint was resolved.  During the period from January 2006 to March 2006, one complaint was received in the area of Facilities.  This complaint was resolved.  During the period from April 2006 to June 2006, 29 complaints were received in the area of Facilities. These complaints were resolved.  During the period from July 2006 to September 2006, no complaints were received.  The Williams Uniform Complaint Procedures were revised by the Antioch Unified School District on September 13, 2006, and the Uniform Complaint Procedure classroom posting was revised on August 1, 2006.
