WILLIAMS SETTLEMENT

ANNUAL REPORT FOR MT. DIABLO UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT

DECEMBER, 2006

As part of the Williams Settlement, California Education Code Section 1240 requires that County Offices of Education visit schools identified in each county office’s respective county and report to each district and Board of Supervisors the results of the visitations to the schools in that particular district.  This report describes the results of the visits to the following schools in the Mt. Diablo Unified School District that took place in September, 2006:  Bel Air Elementary, Cambridge Elementary, Fair Oaks Elementary, Glenbrook Middle, Meadow Homes Elementary, Mt. Diablo High, Oak Grove Middle, Rio Vista Elementary, Riverview Middle, Shore Acres Elementary, and Ygnacio Valley Elementary.  This is to certify that Mt. Diablo Unified School District submitted the 2005-06 School Accountability Report Card for each of its Williams Schools.  Mt. Diablo Unified School District meets the necessary criteria for sufficient instructional materials.  Two Williams Settlement schools in the Mt. Diablo Unified School District met the necessary criteria for facilities standards of good repair:  Rio Vista Elementary School and Oak Grove Middle School.  The following schools did not meet the necessary criteria for facilities standards of good repair:  Bel Air Elementary School, Cambridge Elementary School, Fair Oaks Elementary School, Glenbrook Middle School, Meadow Homes Elementary School, Mt. Diablo High School, Riverview Middle School, Shore Acres Elementary School, and Ygnacio Valley Elementary School.

The purpose of the Contra Costa County Office of Education visits as specified in California Education Code Section 1240 was to insure:

1. That students have access to “sufficient instructional materials in four core subject areas (English language arts, mathematics, history/social science, science) and, as appropriate, science laboratory equipment, foreign languages, and health ”;

2. To assess compliance with facilities maintenance to determine the condition of a facility that “poses an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff”; and

3. To determine if the school has provided accurate data for the annual school accountability report card related to instructional materials and facilities maintenance.

The law further requires that the county superintendent annually monitor and review:

· Teacher assignments in Decile 1-3 schools, based on Academic Performance Index (API);

· Receive quarterly reports on complaints filed with the school district concerning insufficient instructional materials, teacher vacancies and misassignment and emergency or urgent facilities issues under the Uniform Complaint Procedure; and

· Expanded audit review authority in the areas of use of instructional materials program funds, teacher misassignment, and information reported on the school accountability report card.

The definitions of four basic terms used in this report are as follows:

· “Sufficient instructional materials” means every pupil, including English Language learners, has a textbook in the four core areas to use in class and to have access to use at home.

· “Facilities standards” means that each school district that receives state funding for facilities is required to establish a facilities inspection program and to ensure that each of the schools is maintained in good repair.

· “Good repair” is defined as maintaining schools that are clean, safe and functional.

· “Emergency condition” means a condition of the facility that poses an emergency and urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff.

The CCCOE findings during the visits to the Williams Settlement schools in Mt. Diablo Unified School District related to the three areas of instructional materials, facilities and the school accountability report card are summarized below:

Oak Grove Middle School

Documentation provided indicated that all activities were Board-approved.  In addition, sufficient inventory information and purchase orders, when necessary, were submitted.  Documentation available indicated that a sufficiency of instructional materials for all core content areas were available for the K-5 elementary grade students and 9-12 high school students in the district’s Williams schools; the documentation also indicated that a sufficiency of instructional materials for Foreign Language and Health were available for the 6-8 middle school students in the district’s Williams schools where these courses are offered.  The aforementioned sufficiency of instructional materials corresponded to the enrollment data for the district.  

In addition, the district has provided documentation demonstrating that the Board resolution of sufficiency of approved instructional materials was held on October 24, 2006 with the required board minutes and agenda provided.  

School Facilities:

A review of the Mt.Diablo Unified School District Williams schools visited found the following emergency condition at Shore Acres Elementary School that should receive immediate attention, based on the observations and recommendations of the CCCOE Williams Settlement Visitation Team:

1. Trenches in turf
A review of the Mt.Diablo Unified School District Williams schools visited found the following emergency condition at Ygnacio Valley Elementary School that should receive immediate attention, based on the observations and recommendations of the CCCOE Williams Settlement Visitation Team:

1. Open drain behind swing/play area on playground----screen needs to be installed.

In addition, the CCCOE visitation teams made the following observations, which demonstrate that the schools visited were not in “good repair”:

Bel Air Elementary School (Visited on September 7, 2006)
Restrooms:  Missing paper towels in Girls’ Restroom in Multi-Purpose Room.

Electrical:  Three lights out in Multi-Purpose Room.  Two exposed wires on outside entry wall of Kitchen.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Hole in fence outside 5th Grade wing.  Hinges on door/window of Kitchen broken.  Gate near Rooms 3 and 4 broken with metal exposed. 

Interior Surfaces:  Peeling paint in hallway of 5th Grade wing, in Room 10, in Room 11, in Room 24, and Room 25.  Ceiling tiles missing in Kitchen.

Drinking Fountains:  Poor pressure in drinking fountain in Room 10.

Mechanical Systems:  Peeling insulation wrap on pipe outside Room 3.

No facilities issues were noted on the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Bel Air Elementary School, other than the fact that Air Conditioning will be installed in 2008.  The district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Windows/Doors/Gates--- shade louvers repaired outside building by Rms. 24-25; Mechanical Systems---mechanical systems and ventilation in Kitchen addressed; Interior Surfaces---floor tiles outside entrance to stage repaired; floor tiles in Room 25 repaired; wood drain covers on floor of Kitchen repaired; 

Fire Safety---Pilot light, right front burner in Kitchen lowered; Pest/Vermin Infestation--Holes in exterior sidewall of Room 23 repaired; Electrical--- diffuser in Room 15 repaired; Playground/School Grounds---cracks in patio by Rooms 1, 4, and 5 repaired; underground irrigation system working. 

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Donna Marshall, Vice Principal, at the end of the visit.

Cambridge Elementary School (Visited on September 11, 2006)
Fire Safety:  Fire extinguisher near back in Rooms K2, 10, 12, 13, 28, and 31.

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles discolored in Room 10.  Loose ceiling tiles in Room K2.  

Drinking Fountains:  Water faucet doesn’t work in Room 10.  Low water pressure in drinking fountains in Rooms 13 and 17.  No water pressure in drinking fountain between Rooms 1 and 5.

Playground / School Grounds:  Cement wall leaning in back of playground.  Long metal wire loose in back near play structure.  Gutters around school full of leaves.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Cambridge Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Interior Surfaces--loose ceiling tiles in Multi-purpose Room and in the Library restroom repaired; Restrooms--- toilet by Room 2 Girls’ Restroom repaired; dispenser in the Girls’ Restroom by Room 17 and in Primary restroom near Room 2 supplied with soap Girls’ Restroom by Library had pole on wall that was fitted; 

Playground/School Grounds---area where portable had been removed is now safe.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Marie Schirmer, Principal, Veronica Garcia, Vice Principal, and Mike Fox, District Facilities Representative, at the end of the visit.

Fair Oaks Elementary School (Visited on September 12, 2006)
Restrooms:  Low water pressure in Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms at the end of Room 13.

Electrical:  One outside light in hallway not working.  

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Fair Oaks Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Hazardous Materials---chipping paint in Computer Lab was not observed; Interior Surfaces---ceiling tiles in Boys’ Restroom by office have been repaired; hole in linoleum in Room 9 no longer visible; Restrooms---Boys’ Restroom between Rooms 10 and 11 supplied with toilet paper; toilets fully operational in Boys’ Restroom by office; and the Boys’ Restroom between Rooms 10 and 11 fully operational.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Cheryl Champion, Principal, and a District Facilities Representative, at the end of the visit.

Glenbrook Middle School (Visited on September 19, 2006)
Windows / Doors / Gates:  Partially blocked back door in Room 108.  Doors in Rooms 601, 701, and 901 need repair / repainting.

Mechanical Systems:  Water heater not working in Room 107.  Heater slats missing in Rooms 305 and 306.  

Electrical:  Wiring needs replacement in Room 107.

Drinking Fountains:  Low water pressure in drinking fountains in Rooms 208, 500, 800, and 306.

Interior Surfaces:  One loose ceiling tile in Room 307. Loose ceiling tiles in Staff Women’s Restroom.

Playground / School Grounds:  Cracked along side by Gym.  

Restrooms:  700 Wing Boys’ Restroom needs painting.

The principal gave team members copies of painting work orders that he had already submitted for the 700 wing Boys’ Restroom, the door and hallway of Room 601, and the doors in Rooms 701 and 901.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Gary McAdam, Principal, and Marc Fabie, District Custodian Supervisor, at the end of the visit.

Meadow Homes Elementary School (Visited on September 13, 2006)
Playground / School Grounds:  Uneven concrete near Room 4 and outside the Cafeteria.  Crack in sidewalk outside Room 19.

Restrooms:  Missing soap dispenser in Boys’ Restroom near Room 12.

Drinking Fountains:  water flow to fountain needs to be addressed.

Other:  Exposed pipes in Rooms 17, 18, and 19 need to be trimmed.  Ant trail near Room 12.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Meadow Homes Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits---Windows/Doors/Gates:  window in Family Literacy Center repaired; cupboard latches in Kitchen repaired; door closer repaired in Room 23-A; 

Drinking Fountains---One outside hall fountain previously had too much pressure and overshot onto the concrete---this situation has been addressed; Restrooms---in the Girls’ Restroom by the Literary Center, one faucet has been repaired, a hole in the wall is no longer noticeable, and the seat cover dispenser has been remounted; Electrical---One light bulb has been replaced in the Library; Interior Surfaces---ceiling tiles have been repaired in Room 32; School Grounds/Playground---cracks in patios (blacktop) by Rooms K1, K2, and Patio by Room 14 were not observed; Structural Damage---counter top in Room 4 by sink has been repaired; and counter in Room 14 has been repaired.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Toby Montez, Principal, Rob Greathouse, a District Facilities Representative, and the Vice Principal at the end of the visit.

Mt. Diablo High School (Visited on September 22, 2006)

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Broken windows in Woodshop and in Room S-2 in the Science Building.  Broken window on cabinet door in Room S-5 in the Science Building.  Broken window on door of Room E-3 in the English Building.  

Interior Surfaces:  Cracked tiles at threshold of Room 54 in the Academic Building.  Cracked and missing floor tiles at the threshold area of Room 61 in the Academic Building.  Missing floor tiles at threshold area of Rooms 62 and 60 in the Academic Building.  Need to re-glue ceiling tiles in rooms 5 and 6 in the Home Economics Building.  Water stained ceiling in Rooms 1 and 2 in the Home Economics Building.  Missing floor tiles in Room 2 in the Home Economics Building.  Wallpaper peeling near and behind heater in Rooms C10 and C12.  Hole in wall near Room 2 in the First Floor Hall and near Room 8 in the Second Floor Hall of the English Wing.  Paneling loose on stairway wall in the English Wing. Peeling wallpaper in Room M-1 in the Music Building.  Missing ceiling tile in Room A-14 in the Art Building.  Peeling paint in shower area in Boys’ and Girls’ Locker Room.

Electrical:  Stairway area in Academic Building needs light covers to protect bulbs.  Data and phone cables run across heater in Rooms 61 and 62 in the Academic building. No lights near elevator entrance in the elevator room of the Commercial Building.  Missing electrical socket cover and lights burned out in Room M-1 in the Music Building.  Need cover on wall outlet in Cafeteria.  Lights burned out in Gym.  Exit sign disassembled in Small Gym.

Fire Safety:  No fire extinguisher in Room M-1 in the Music Building.  All elevators in school buildings are to be connected to the fire alarm system under Title 24 (this was confirmed by John Hild, Director of Facilities for the Contra Costa County Office of Education).

Drinking Fountains:  Leaking faucet in Room M-1 in the Music Building.  Low water pressure in drinking fountain in Boys’ Locker Room.

Pest / Vermin Infestation:  Rats reported.

Restrooms:  Toilet seats loose in most restrooms.  Leaking urinal in Boys’ Restroom in the Commercial Building.  Open water valve panel in the Restroom in the Girls’ Locker Room.  Paper towel cover missing in Girls’ Restroom in Art Building.  Faucet doesn’t work in Girls’ Restroom in Art Building.  

Other:  Need lock on HVAC unit access door in Room S-3 in the Science Building.  Damaged locker outside Room A-14.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Mt. Diablo High School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Windows/Doors/Gates:  windows in A Building repaired/replaced; locks in S Wing Girls’ strike plate repaired/replaced; blinds repaired/replaced in Room AC 53; Hazardous Materials---Peeling wallpaper in Room M-3 has been addressed; Interior Surfaces---ceiling tiles in Room A-8 repaired/replaced; floor tiles in Rooms E-5, C-10, AC 56, AC 60, AC 62, and HE 4 repaired/replaced; problem with HE 3 linoleum has been addressed;.  C-Wing stairwell paneling problems have been addressed; Structural Damage---flooring in Serendipity restrooms has been repaired; Electrical---outlets in Small Gym and in Room E-3 have been covered; junction boxes in the C Wing downstairs, in the AC stairwell, in Room E-3, and in Room A13 have been covered; diffusers have been repaired / replaced in several classrooms; Drinking Fountains---E Wing fountain has been properly mounted; Playground/School Grounds---problem of large metal plate outside of AC exit causing tripping hazard has been addressed; Restrooms--- spigots in Room S-9 and in Boys’ Restroom in Serendipity have been repaired; spigot in C Wing Boys’ Restroom has been repaired.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The team noted that they were very impressed with the general cleanliness of the campus and the lack of graffiti. The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Beverly Hansen, Principal, and Ernesto Ramirez, Assistant Director of Facilities, at the end of the visit.  

Riverview Middle School (Visited on September 21, 2006)

Playground / School Grounds:  Slow leak by fence of baseball diamond area.  Backstop structure on Baseball / Softball field needs to be repaired, replaced, or dismantled.

Electrical:  Five light fixtures missing in Boys’ Locker Room.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Riverview Middle School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Interior Surfaces--- ceiling tile in Room 204 replaced; ceiling tile in Room 501 repaired; tiles by windows in Library replaced; floor tile in Room 405 replaced; Electrical---adequate light banks in Library; Drinking Fountains---fountains in classroom sinks have been repaired in Rooms 303 and 209.

The facilities observations that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Denise Rugani, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Shore Acres Elementary School (Visited on September 15, 2006)
Drinking Fountains:  No water for sink in Room 2----water is off because of leak.  Dripping faucet in Room 8.  Faucet in Room 11 leaks and drips---cannot be turned off.  Low water pressure in drinking fountain in Room 13.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Concern that old windows in Rooms 5 and 6 can be easily removed.  Plastic windows in Rooms 11, 13, and 14.  

Interior Surfaces:  Ten peeling ceiling tiles in Room 5.  Loose ceiling tiles in Room 6.  Holes in 5 floor tiles in Room 8 are covered with masking tape.  

Fire Safety:  Clear path to back door in Room 5 not available.  

Pest / Vermin Infestation:  Ants are a problem in the wing of the school that contains Rooms 8-12.  

Mechanical Systems:  Air conditioning not working properly in Room 30.

Playground / School Grounds:  Part of the grass floods and is uneven because of the sprinkler system.  

Restrooms:  Some soap dispensers in restrooms were clogged.

Other:  Because of small grass in the summer, on the day of the CCCOE Fall 2006 visitation there were workers on the field removing dead trees; one had been removed and one still needs to be removed.

During the Fall 2005 Williams visitation to Shore Acres Elementary School, the CCCOE Williams visitation team noted the following emergency conditions that posed an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff:  1) Drain prone to sewage backup and flooding in the west hallway near the Multi-purpose Room and Building 300---this situation has been addressed; 2) Windows in primary wing that are inoperable resulting in no ventilation---this situation has been addressed; 3) Windows in primary wing are easily removed, poor caulking----this continues to be an issue at Shore Acres;  4) Windows in primary wing restrict light resulting in dimly lit classrooms—this situation was not noted by the CCCOE Williams visitation team during the Fall 2006 visit.

The majority of the facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005. The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Sandra Rogers Hare, Principal, and the Custodian at the end of the visit.

Ygnacio Valley Elementary School (Visited on September 18, 2006)
Electrical:  Freezer electrical outlet in Multi-Use Room needs a lock.  One set of lights out in Room 7.  

Hazardous Materials:  Chipping paint in Boys’ Restroom by Room 13.

Interior Surfaces:  Two missing tiles in the Multi-Use Room.  

Playground / School Grounds:  Quarter-sized hole in the wall behind the playground area Boys’ Restroom.

All I.E.I. (Interim Evaluation Instrument) items have been addressed, excepting the two missing tiles in the Multi-Use Room, the quarter-sized hole in the wall behind the playground area Boys’ Restroom, and chipping paint in the boys’ Restroom by Room 13.  Work orders for these items are in place.  

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005 visits.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Christine Richardson, Principal, Carmelita Boldsby, Vice Principal, Barry Preston, Elementary Head Custodian, Marc Fabie, District Custodian Supervisor; and Richard Jackson, a District Facilities Representative, at the end of the visit.
The CCCOE visitation team determined that the following schools were in good repair:

Oak Grove Middle School (Visited on September 20, 2006)

The CCCOE visitation team noted that the Oak Grove Middle School facility was safe and in good repair.  All previously noted issues were addressed, repaired and remedied.  No new issues surfaced during this visit.

Rio Vista Elementary School (Visited on September 14, 2006)

The CCCOE visitation team noted that the Rio Vista Elementary School facility was in excellent condition.  On the visit, a problem with a soap dispenser was noted, and the dispenser was repaired within 30 minutes.

School Accountability Report Card:

The School Accountability Report Card (SARC) for the 2005-06 school year was available for review.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education verified the 2005-06 SARC for the Mt. Diablo Unified School District Williams Schools for “the accuracy of data reported on the school accountability report card with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 and the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities, including good repair as required by Sections 17014, 17032.5, 17070.75, and 17089” and compared it with the CCCOE Williams visitation and data collection from Fall 2005.  The data reported on the SARC with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 was accurate.  However, the data reported on the SARC with respect to the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities was inaccurate.  

In reference to the annual review of Teacher Assignment/Misassignment, please note the following information:


The findings for the 2006-07 school year Williams assignment monitoring for Mt. Diablo Unified School District determined that a total of 410 teachers at Bel Air Elementary, Cambridge Elementary, Fair Oaks Elementary, Meadow Homes Elementary, Rio Vista Elementary, Shore Acres Elementary, Ygnacio Valley Elementary, Glenbrook Middle School, Oak Grove Middle School, Riverview Middle School, and Mt. Diablo High School are under review.  All teachers at Bel Air Elementary, Cambridge Elementary, Fair Oaks Elementary, and Glenbrook Middle School hold appropriate credentials.  Four teachers at Meadow Homes Elementary, five teachers at Rio Vista Elementary, four teachers at Shore Acres Elementary, two teachers at Ygnacio Valley Elementary School, three teachers at Oak Grove Middle School, eight teachers at Riverview Middle School, and four teachers at Mt. Diablo High School do not hold the appropriate credentials.  All teachers at Bel Air Elementary, Cambridge Elementary, Rio Vista Elementary, Shore Acres Elementary, and Glenbrook Middle School are certified to teach EL learners.  Two teachers at Fair Oaks Elementary, four teachers at Meadow Homes Elementary, two teachers at Ygnacio Valley Elementary, three teachers at Oak Grove Middle School, one teacher at Riverview Middle School, and four teachers at Mt. Diablo High School are not certified to teach EL learners; the aforementioned sixteen teachers are in process of obtaining EL authorization.  

In reference to the Uniform Complaint information, the quarterly complaint report from the Mt. Diablo Unified School District provides the following information:


During the period from October 2005 to December 2005, three complaints were received in the area of Teacher Vacancy or Misassignment.  Two of these complaints were resolved.  One complaint was unresolved; as of February 14, 2006, the district was continuing to resolve this complaint. During the period from January 2006 to March 2006, no complaints were received.  During the period from April 2006 to June 2006, 1 complaint was received in the area of Facilities. This complaint was resolved.  During the period from July 2006 to September 2006, four complaints were received.  Two of these complaints were in the area of Textbooks and Instructional Materials, one complaint was received in the area of Teacher Vacancy or Misassignment, and one complaint was in the area of Facilities Conditions.  Both of the Textbooks and Instructional Materials complaints were resolved.  The complaint related to Facilities Conditions was also resolved.  As of November 14, 2006, the district was working to resolve the complaint related to Teacher Vacancy or Misassignment, which was received on October 24, 2006.  A revised Uniform Complaint Board Policy was presented for review by the Mt. Diablo Unified School District on September 12, 2006.
