As part of the Williams Settlement, California Education Code Section 1240 requires that County Offices of Education visit schools identified in each county office’s respective county and report to each district and Board of Supervisors the results of the visitations to the schools in that particular district.  This report describes the results of the visits to the following schools in the West Contra Costa Unified School District during Fall 2005:  Adams Middle, Bayview Elementary, Castro Elementary, Chavez Elementary, Coronado Elementary, Crespi Junior High, De Anza Senior High, Dover Elementary, Downer Elementary, El Sobrante Elementary, Fairmont Elementary, Ford Elementary, Grant Elementary, Harding Elementary, Helms Middle, Kennedy High, King Elementary, Lake Elementary, Lincoln Elementary, Lovonya DeJean Middle, Montalvin Manor, Nystrom Elementary, Peres Elementary, Pinole Junior High, Pinole Valley High, Portola Junior High, Richmond High, Riverside Elementary, Stege Elementary, Tara Hills Elementary, Transition Learning Center, and Verde Elementary.  This is to certify that West Contra Costa Unified School District meets the necessary criteria for sufficient instructional materials and submitted the 2005-06 School Accountability Report Card.  West Contra Costa Unified School District did not meet the necessary criteria for facilities standards of good repair.

The purpose of the Contra Costa County Office of Education visits as specified in California Education Code Section 1240 was to insure:

1. That students have access to “sufficient instructional materials in four core subject areas (English language arts, mathematics, history/social science, science) and, as appropriate, science laboratory equipment, foreign languages, and health ”;

2. To assess compliance with facilities maintenance to determine the condition of a facility that “poses an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff”; and

3. To determine if the school has provided accurate data for the annual school accountability report card related to instructional materials and facilities maintenance.

The law further requires that the county superintendent annually monitor and review:

· Teacher assignments in Decile 1-3 schools, based on Academic Performance Index (API);

· Receive quarterly reports on complaints filed with the school district concerning insufficient instructional materials, teacher vacancies and misassignment and emergency or urgent facilities issues under the Uniform Complaint Procedure; and

· Expanded audit review authority in the areas of use of instructional materials program funds, teacher misassignment, and information reported on the school accountability report card.

The definitions of four basic terms used in this report are as follows:

· “Sufficient instructional materials” means every pupil, including English Language learners, has a textbook in the four core areas to use in class and to have access to use at home.

· “Facilities standards” means that each school district that receives state funding for facilities is required to establish a facilities inspection program and to ensure that each of the schools is maintained in good repair.

· “Good repair” is defined as maintaining schools that are clean, safe and functional.

· “Emergency condition” means a condition of the facility that poses an emergency and urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff.

The CCCOE findings during the visit to the Williams Settlement schools in West Contra Costa Unified School District related to the three areas of instructional materials, facilities and the school accountability report card are summarized below:

Science:  SRA/Open Court Reading:  Science Connection (Grades K-3); Harcourt Brace School Publishers, Harcourt Science (Grades 4-6); Holt (Grades 6-8); Harcourt Brace (Grade 9); Prentice Hall, Biology (Grade 10); Harcourt, Grade 11)

Verde Elementary School

Reading/Language Arts:  SRA/Open Court Reading (Grades K-5); Open Court (Spanish), Foro Abierto (Grades K-3); Prentice Hall, Prentice Hall Literature: Timeless Voices, Timeless Themes, Copper (Grade 6)

ELD:  Moving Into English (Grades K-5); Into English (Grade 6)

Math:  Harcourt School Publishers, Harcourt Math (Grades K-6)

History/Social Science:  SRA/Open Court (Grades K-3); Harcourt Brace School Publishers, Harcourt Brace Social Studies (Grades 4-6)

Science:  Foss Kits (Grades K-3); Harcourt Brace School Publishers, Harcourt Science (Grades 4-5); Holt, Science and Technology (Grade 6)

Documentation provided indicated that all activities were Board-approved.  In addition, purchase orders and inventory information were submitted.  Documentation available indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for all core content areas were made for the K-5 elementary grade students, 6-8 middle school students, and 9-12 high school students in the Williams schools in the district; the documentation also indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for Health were made for 6-8 middle school students in the district’s Williams schools and 9-12 high school students in the district’s Williams schools that offer Health as a separate course.  In addition, the documentation indicated that sufficient purchases of materials for Foreign Language were made for 6-8 middle school students in the district’s Williams schools and 9-12 high school students in the district’s Williams schools that offer Foreign Language.  The aforementioned purchases corresponded to the enrollment data for the district.

In addition, the district has provided documentation demonstrating that the Board resolution of sufficiency of approved instructional materials was held on October 18, 2006 with the required board minutes and agenda provided.  

School Facilities:

A review of the West Contra Costa Unified School District Williams schools visited found the following emergency conditions at the schools noted that posed an emergency or urgent threat to the health or safety of pupils or staff:

Crespi Middle School

1. Mold on eaves in ceiling throughout buildings.

De Anza High School
1. Drinking fountains by Cafeteria have leak under fountains with unclear source---this could be sewage.

2. Boys’ Restroom by Gym has two urinals leaking sewage and a missing toilet.

Downer Elementary School

1. Hole in playground, approximately six inches in diameter by three to four inches deep, needs cover plate.

2. Rusting partition in Boys’ Restroom across from Gym is broken / disintegrated at the bottom---is in urgent need of repair.

Fairmont Elementary School

1. Mice droppings in Kitchen.

Grant Elementary School

1. Standing water in drinking fountain by Room 29.

2. Larva or mold growing on a board used to patch a wall outside Room 25.

3. Water damage and loose cement by Room 9.

4. Four exit doors in main building do not lock---need chains and must be replaced.

5. Many broken, boarded up windows throughout the campus.

6. Water damaged, stained, bulging ceiling tiles in Room 20, due to ceiling leak.

Helms Middle School

1. Dangerous broken window on first floor of main wing

2. Loose faucets, lack of towels, peeling ceiling paint, in lack of lights in Boys’ Restroom

Lake Elementary School

1. Too many flies in Cafeteria area---staff and students complained to Williams visitation team about this (there is a horse stable near the Multi-Purpose Room).

2. Too much junk stored near stage of Multi-Purpose Room—this could potentially present a hazard.
3. Door closer broken in Multi-Purpose Room.  
Peres Elementary School

1. Although the West Contra Costa Unified School District Maintenance Department received work orders from a visit made by a West Contra Costa Unified School District Facilities Representative on July 14, 2006, most of the problems had not been corrected by the date of the Contra Costa County Office of Education Williams Visitation on September 7, 2006.  The efforts toward addressing these problems need to be expedited.  In addition, bathroom leaks and broken toilets need to be fixed immediately, if they have not already been repaired.

Pinole Middle School

1. Floor air grates on side of building outside near Rooms 44 and 34 are missing---this could potentially present a hazard.

Portola Middle School

1. Missing / broken cover plates in Room 121.

Richmond High School

1. Restrooms in Quad were being painted with blue paint to cover graffiti.  Blue paint was everywhere, as the restrooms were left open for students during this “wet paint” period.  With this situation, it is very easy for students and staff to get paint on their clothing.

In addition, the CCCOE visitation teams made the following observations, which demonstrate that the schools visited were not in “good repair”:

Adams Middle School (Visited on September 13, 2006)

Interior Surfaces:  Repairs need to be made to ceiling tiles in Rooms 321, 323, 325, 204, 202, and 221.  Base needs repair in Rooms 321, 324, 304, 206, 204, and 201.  Blinds need to be repaired / replaced in Room 202.  Stains on ceiling in Room 211.  Room 321 cabinet needs to be bolted to wall.  Peeling paint in Cafeteria entrance.  Tile needs to be repaired / replaced in Girls’ Restroom in 200 Wing.  Tile near Cafeteria register and in Cafeteria Restroom needs to be repaired.  Peeling paint in Gym.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Windows need repairs in Rooms 324, 325, 305 and in Locker Room.  Door glass needs repair in Cafeteria Kitchen area.  Cab under stage in Gym.

Electrical:  Inadequate lighting in Rooms 321, 324, 306, 206, 202, Cafeteria/Kitchen, Library, and Gym.  Wire mold observed in Room 321.  Diffusers need to be repaired / replaced in Room 322.  Data box in Room 307 needs to be properly covered.  Exposed wires in Rooms 304 and 305.  Missing thermo cover in Boy’s Restroom.

Drinking Fountains:  Loose faucet in Room 221.

Mechanical Systems:  In Room 224, one stove hose is starting to kink and one stove hose is sticking out in an area to which students have access and might potentially get hurt.

Structural Damage:  Wall by stairs near Rooms 323 and 326 has cracks.  

Playground/School Grounds:  Significant cracks in the outside locker area.

Restrooms:  Loose toilet seats in 300 wing Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms and in 200 wing Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms. Napkin holder loose in Girls’ Restroom in 200 wing.  Leak in Girls’ Restroom in gym. Inadequate lighting in Boys’ Restroom in Gym.

Other:  Large TV’s in Rooms 224 and 204 need to be strapped down.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed:  1) Room 213 has an AC outlet with exposed wires---this has been addressed; 2) Broken Christie box cover near Room 157---this has been repaired; 3) Manholes need cover near Room 160—these have been covered; 4) Leaking sink drain and warped floor near Room 157—this has been addressed;  5) The urinal sprays in the Boys’ Locker Room---this is no longer an issue; 6) Ceiling crawl space exposed in the Boys’ Shower Area—this is no longer exposed; 7) Tile floor around toilet broken/warped in the Women’s Restroom in the office---this has been repaired; 8) Broken windows throughout school (Principal’s office, entrance to Room 153, outside Room 211, 2nd floor across from Room 215, Portable 4, and Rooms 157, 221, 153, and 213)---these particular broken windows have been replaced/repaired.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Julian Szot, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Bayview Elementary School (Visited on September 18, 2006)

Electrical:  Three lights out in Multi-Purpose Room.  One light out in Boys’ Restroom near Room D21.

Drinking Fountains:  No water pressure in drinking fountains inside Rooms A1, A2, and A4.

Restrooms:  Missing toilet paper dispensers in Girls’ Restroom near Room C13, Boys’ Restroom near Room C17, and in Girls’ Restroom near Room D22.  Missing soap and paper towels in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Rooms C13, C17, D21, and D22.  In Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Room C13 there are new paper towel dispensers but the district doesn’t have the right size paper to put in them.  Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Room C17 are locked.

In Fall 2005, the only facilities issue noted at Bayview by the Williams Visitation Team was that of the lack of paper towels.  This continues to be an issue at Bayview.

Only one facilities issue was noted during the Fall 2005 visits; a number of facilities issues were reported during the Fall 2006 visitation. The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Marrilee Carencia, Principal, and Valerie Garrett at the end of the visit.

Castro Elementary School (Visited on September 19, 2006)

Mechanical:  The water heater in the kitchen of the Multi-Purpose Room is not enclosed.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  The Men’s Room in the Multi-Purpose Room has a broken window.  The window on the front door by the Multi-Purpose Room rattles and is held in place with duct tape.  Room 7 needs window shades.

Interior Surfaces:  Rooms 9, 10, and 16 have old water stains on the ceiling.  Room 25 has missing floor tiles.

Hazardous Materials:  The Boys’ Restroom has chipped paint in the right hand stall.

Structural Damage:  The Kindergarten Wing has structural integrity issues that need to be addressed---there is a major crack between the rooms.  Room 25 has dry rot on the south facing exterior wall.

Electrical:  Rooms 9, 10, 11, and 12 have missing light bulbs.  Room 7 has a missing diffuser.  The Ladies’ Room in the Multi-Purpose Room does not have functioning lights.

Pest / Vermin Infestation:  The exterior door to the Multi-Purpose Room has space between the bottom of the door and the ground, making it possible for small rodents or other pests to enter.

Drinking Fountains:  Rooms 7, 8, and 10 have little to no water pressure.  The drinking fountain outside of Room 8 has severely chipped porcelain, exposing the underlying structure of the fountain.

Restrooms:  There is a sizable pool of water in the center of the Boys’ Restroom.  This same restroom still needs an FRP wall behind the urinals.

Playground / School Grounds:  There are numerous trip hazards on all parts of the playground due to deteriorating asphalt.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: entrance (out door) by Room 6 needs to be cleared of desks and chairs-----this situation has been addressed; broken windows in Multi-purpose Room and by Room 16---window in Room 16 has been replaced. 

Most of the facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Galen Murphy, Principal, Lee Matteucci, District Facilities Representative, and Gary Abeyta, Custodian, at the end of the visit.

Chavez Elementary School (Visited on September 20, 2006)

Mechanical Systems:  The ventilation system for the exterior restrooms (boys’ and girls’) should be checked---there was a very strong urine odor in both restrooms.

Interior Surfaces:  The edges of the wall outside of the Cafeteria are severely chipped.  Ceiling tiles are chipped, sagging, or not in place in Rooms 51, 50, 48, 47, and the hallway near Rooms 4 and 6.  The new linoleum in the corridor by the Cafeteria is buckling---it does not lay flat.

Electrical:  One or more lights are flickering or burned out in Rooms 4, 7, 47, the Cafeteria, and the Computer Lab.  The exit sign in the Cafeteria has become dislodged.

Drinking Fountains:  The push button is missing on the fountain by the Cafeteria and by Rooms 4 and 5.

Restrooms:  Room 6 Restroom missing soap.  Room 4 Restroom missing soap and has broken hand dryer.  Strong odor in Playground Girls’ Restroom.  Strong odor, broken hand dryer, and two broken faucets in Playground Boys’ Restroom.  Strong odor and faucet fixture missing in Room 7 Boys’ Restroom.  Missing soap, broken hand dryer, and empty seat cover dispenser in Room 9 Girls’ Restroom.  Missing soap and empty seat cover dispenser in Room 46 Girls’ Restroom.  Missing soap in Room 47 Boys’ Restroom.

Playground / School Grounds:  Trip hazard in play area outside of the office wing where rubber meets the asphalt.

Other:  Four ramps had been replaced or repaired at the school, but have not been painted.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed:  1) Ramps to portables have loose boards---ramps have been replaced or repaired but have not been painted; 2) Library carpet needs to be replaced---this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Rich Avalos, Principal, Lee Matteucci, District Facilities Representative, and Sara Dieli at the end of the visit.

Coronado Elementary School (Visited on September 21, 2006)
Windows / Doors / Gates:  The fence behind the Kindergarten playground needs repair---the piping on the fence is loose and swings freely with the fence twisted in spots.  The windows in the Multi-Purpose Room are murky, as graffiti smears rather than coming clean---they need replacing. There is graffiti (letters) on a few windows on the front side of the school.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing floor tile at entrance to Room 21.  Broken floor tile in hallway outside of Room 22.  Loose ceiling tiles in Multi-Purpose Room.  Hole in ceiling outside of restrooms in Multi-Purpose Room.  Walls in Girls’ Restroom (upper level) and wall in first stall are severely damaged, cracked, and have large parts missing.  Wooden counters surrounding sinks in Rooms 5, 6, and 9 need to be refinished---they are down to raw, unfinished wood, creating possible mold/rot hazard.

Hazardous Materials: Room 9 has some chipping paint inside room entrance area.  Maine St. side of building has some chipping / peeling paint.  FRP walls in Multi-Purpose Room restrooms are chipped.

Fire Safety:  Fire extinguishers in cases in hallway by Rooms 14 and 18 are empty.  Some exit signs had lights, and others did not.  The fire alarm lights in the Multi-Purpose Room restrooms are flashing.

Electrical:  The circuit breaker box in the corridor by the Library was open.  Rooms 6, 10, 19, and the Library have missing or broken diffusers.

Drinking Fountains:  Water pressure needs to be adjusted on playground fountains (some too low, some way too high).  Low pressure in drinking fountain in Room 9.  Too much pressure in Room 6 drinking fountain---it shoots out about four feet from the fountain.

Restrooms:  The restrooms in the Multi-Purpose Room all have chipped FRP board.  One restroom on the right side has neither electricity nor water---the others need operational soap dispensers and the hand dryer was not working (no towels).  The upper level Boys’ Restroom had three faucets that did not work (two missing buttons), and one toilet that was plugged up (almost overflowed when flushed).  The upper grade level Girls’ Restroom has a severely cracked and damaged wall near the entrance, and is completely missing wall surface in the first stall.

Playground / School Grounds:  There is a pothole in the asphalt about 7-8 inches in diameter outside Room 5.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situation that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff was observed: Donated shelving units freestanding on black top outside Kindergarten portable—this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Linda Cohen, Principal, and Norah Moore at the end of the visit.

Crespi Middle School (Visited on September 12, 2006)

Electrical:  Inadequate lighting in Rooms 401, 207, 500, Gym, and Library.  Cover missing in Room 303.  Hole in wall by door in Room 207.  Diffuser in Room 308 needs to be repaired/replaced.  Need Ground Fault Interrupters in Room 207 and in Kitchen.  Missing receptacle cover in Kitchen.    

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles need repair in Rooms 401, 302, 313, 209, and in the hall outside Room 502.  Floor tiles need repair in Room 401 and in the hallway near Room 302.  Base needs repair in Rooms 401, 300, 301, 302, 303, 304, 305, 309, 308, 313, and 209.  Cracks in sheet rock by clock in Room 403.  Missing ceiling tile in hall outside Room 502.  Paint on ceiling peeling in hall outside Room 502.  Under drinking fountain in Kitchen, wall and tile need repair.  

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Cabinet doors in Room 104 need to be repaired.  Window in Boys’ Locker Room needs to be repaired / replaced.

Drinking Fountains:  Sinks in Boys’ Locker Room not functioning properly.  No water pressure in drinking fountain outside Room 300.

Restrooms:  Missing paper towels in Girls’ Locker Room Restroom and in Girls’ Restroom outside. Missing toilet paper in Girls’ Restroom in 300 wing.  Missing toilet paper dispenser in Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms in 300 wing.  Broken / missing spigots in Girls’ Restroom in 300 wing.  Leaking toilet in Girls’ Restroom in 300 wing and in Boys’ Restroom near Lunch Room.  Missing soap in Boys’ Restroom in 300 wing.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant crack in blacktop.  

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situation that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed at Crespi: Student lab table has exposed electrical outlet that shows signs (evidence) of short circuit arching.  This situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Sherry Bell, Principal, Lee Mattucci, District Facilities Representative, and Denise Van Hook, at the end of the visit.

De Anza High School (Visited on September 19, 2006)

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Windows in Rooms 108, 109, 205, 351, 202, 353, and Library need repairing / replacing.  Broken windows in Multi-Use Room.  On baseball field by boiler room, fence is torn down.  Broken gates on baseball field.

Electrical:  Diffusers on side in Room 205.  Missing broken electrical cover in Room 257.  Missing / broken diffusers in Rooms 305, 357, and 356.  Broken lights in Multi-use Room.  Two to three lamps burned out in Gym.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing / broken floor tiles in Rooms 154 and 256.  Missing / broken ceiling tiles in Rooms 255 and 2.  Stained ceiling tiles in Room 2.  Missing / broken baseboard in Rooms 201, 356, and 7.  Holes in ceiling tiles in Room 7.  Missing / broken floor tiles and hole in wall in Multi-Use Room.  Near Locker #C509 there is badly peeling paint on column and on ceiling.  Chipping / peeling paint above fountain by Boys’ Restroom near Room 4.

Hazardous Materials:  Cabinets not secured in Room 201.  One set of bleachers in Gym not working.

Fire Safety:  Broken exit signs in Gym.

Structural Damage:  In hall by Room 108 there is a broken panel above the walkway.

Drinking Fountains:  No water pressure in drinking fountains outside Room 205.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant cracks and significant holes in all areas.

Restrooms:  Missing soap in Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms in the Main Building and in the Girls’ Restroom in the Cafeteria.  Missing paper towels in the Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms in the Main Building.  Non-flushing toilets in the Boys’ Restroom in the Main Building and in the Girls’ Restroom in the Cafeteria.  Lack of running water in the Boys’ Restroom in the Main Building.  Loose toilet seat in the Girls’ Restroom in the Cafeteria.  Odors and leaks in Boys’ Restroom in Main Building.  Plugged toilet in Girls’ Restroom in Cafeteria.  Leaks in Girls’ Restroom in Gym.  Boys’ Restroom in Gym was very dirty with several leaking toilets and urinals, missing toilet, lack of soap, lack of paper towels, lack of toilet paper, and had a very bad odor.

Other:  Broken lockers in Boys’ Locker Room.  School’s P.A. system is broken---it is currently not functional.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed:  exposed nails protruding from lumber, and jagged edged lumber, stacked in the instructional area of Room 405—this situation has been addressed; electrical panel in Room 405 mounted too low and exposed to instructional area---this situation has been addressed; missing electrical plates exposing wires to students in the instructional area; wires have been covered; exposed electrical wiring hanging from light fixture in instructional area—this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Vera Rowsey, Principal, and Jason Rudman, Assistant Principal, at the end of the visit.

Dover Elementary School (Visited on September 22, 2006)
Windows / Doors / Gates:  Two boarded windows in principal’s office.  

Electrical:  One light out in Room 2.  One light out in Multi-Purpose Room.  

Drinking Fountains:  Low water pressure in drinking fountain in Room 22.  Low water pressure in first faucet in drinking fountains in intermediate wing adjacent to Boys’ Restroom.  Low water pressure in first faucet in drinking fountains in intermediate wing to the left of Room 31.

Interior Surfaces:  Missing tiles on wall in Multi-Purpose Room.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant holes on either side of gate in intermediate yard fence near 19th Street.  Significant hole in walkway in front of Resource Room.

Restrooms:  Missing toilet paper in first stall in Girls’ Restroom in Intermediate Wing.  Missing soap in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Primary Wing, Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Intermediate Wing, and Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Cafeteria.  Broken soap dispenser in Girls’ Restroom in Primary Wing.  No soap dispenser in Boys’ Restroom in Cafeteria.  Missing paper towels in Boys’ Restroom in Primary Wing.  Broken paper towel dispenser in Boys’ Restroom in Intermediate Wing.  Middle button on sink missing in Boys’ Restroom in Primary Wing.  Third toilet leaking in Girls’ Restroom in Primary Wing.  Both sinks missing middle button in Girls’ Restroom in Intermediate Wing.  First urinal in Boys’ Restroom in Intermediate Wing drains very slowly.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situation that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff was observed: Room 13 exit blocked by shelving—this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Matthew Wayne, Principal, Nya Florez, Vice Principal, and Lee Matteucci, District Facilities Representative, at the end of the visit.

Downer Elementary School (Visited on September 22, 2006)
Mechanical Systems:  Heater is permanently turned off in Room 103---books and other materials are stacked on top of the heating unit.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Broken glass in major entrance door (lower portion) and one boarded up window in Library.  Both sets of double doors in the 500 Wing are not lockable---one has a large hole at the bottom (approximately eight inches long and five inches high) which is rotted, and the other does not have floor holes for bar closures.  Cafeteria has an exit door that doesn’t close properly and one boarded up window.  Graffiti on windows in Admin. Building at the top of the stairs on the second floor.  Many doors need paint---they have large chips in them  Folding doors have large tears (15 inches in length or more) in the fabric (hanging) in Gym.  

Interior Surfaces:  Floor tiles missing outside office in Admin. Building.  Holes and severe chips in hallway walls and corners.  Baseboard missing by Room 101.  Cracks in plaster at the top of the stairs on the second floor of the Admin. Building.  Chipped paint under fountain on the second floor of the Admin. Building.  Multiple wall tiles are missing, exposing bare wall and/ or insulation (approximately one third of al wall tiles) in Gym.  Large section of wooden floor missing inside entrance to Gym.  Chipped and hanging sheets of paint under window in Girls’ Restroom across from Room 101.  Floor tile broken at entrance to Kitchen area.  Chips in paint on Kitchen door.  Two holes in the wall in the Girls’ Restroom across from the Gym.  

Hazardous Materials:  Administration Building had chipping and cracking paint evident.

Electrical:  One light out in Room 103.  One light out and broken, hanging blinds in Room 108.  Two lights out in Room 207.  Four lights out in Room 214.  Two lights out in Room 211.  Several lights burned out and one fixture missing cover in Library.  One bank of lights not working in Room 801E.  Switch in second closet in Room 804E doesn’t function properly.  Closet fixtures in Room 801E need covers---wiring and bulbs are exposed.  Approximately seven lights are not working in the Gym.  Missing cover on thermostat in Gym.  Flickering light in restroom outside Rooms PK 1 / 801E.  Poor and missing lights in Kitchen.  Many lights out in the eating area in the Cafeteria.  Several lights are missing covers in the Cafeteria.  Light fixture missing cover (bare bulb) in outside corridor near hole in playground.  

Drinking Fountains:  None of the drinking fountains are operational in the Gym.  One drinking fountain has too much pressure and one is too low on the playground. Drinking fountain outside Cafeteria doesn’t work.

Restrooms:  Paper towels missing, low pressure in two sinks, and loose toilet seat cover in Boys’ Restroom on the Second Floor of the Administration Building.  Stained urinal in Restroom outside of Rooms PK1 / 801E.  No soap and no towel dispensers in Boys’ Restroom in Room PK1.  Paper towels missing, loose sink fixture, and rusted metal clamps on sinks in Boys’ Restroom across from Gym. Missing soap dispenser, missing urinal flush button, and chipped tile in Boys’ Restroom across from Room 110 in Administration Building.

Playground / School Grounds:  There are cracks and irregularities in asphalt / cement outside of Cafeteria.

Other:  Filter above the stove needs to be replaced.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: 1) Fire exit for Room P7 needs to be cleared---this situation has been addressed; 2) Windows broken and boarded up in bookroom office---although these particular windows have been replaced, broken/boarded up windows continue to be an issue at Downer; 3) Large window in Room 203 broken and boarded up----this window has been replaced; 4) Mice dropping in Cafeteria custodial room—this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Mimi Melodia, Vice Principal, Lee Matteucci, District Facilities Representative, and Chris Lindell at the end of the visit.

El Sobrante Elementary School (Visited on September 21, 2006)
Hazardous Materials:  Holes in floor tiles in main hallways.

Interior Surfaces:  Torn and missing ceiling tiles in hallway outside Cafeteria.  Room 7 needs door stop outside door.  Broken tiles in Primary hallway.  Water damage on ceiling tiles in Library.  Broken tiles near heater conduit and water damage on ceiling in Room 13.  Water damage on ceiling tiles near outside door in Room 16.  Missing / broken tiles in main hall restroom by Boys’ Restroom.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Supply cabinet doors broken in Room 17---hazardous due to proximity of student hangers.  Exit doors near Room 7 rotting on bottom—need to be replaced.  Broken / boarded up windows in Primary hallway, Rooms 13, 15, 9, and in Library.  Room 1 needs exterior doorstop.

Electrical:  Cords for computers need to be lifted off floor.  Power strips near computer need to be picked up off floor.  Loose conduits in Rooms 15 and outside Room 13.  Two lights missing by entrance.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant holes near drinking fountain in Room 13 and in slanted asphalt ramp.  Significant cracks in patio between Rooms 7 and 8 and in intermediate playground.  Screen on gutter needs to be cleaned and re-screened by entrance.

Restrooms:  Missing toilet paper in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Cafeteria.  Missing soap in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Cafeteria.  Missing paper towels in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Cafeteria.  Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Cafeteria inaccessible.  Non-flushing toilets in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Cafeteria.  Need addition of rail for wheelchair access in large stall in adaptive restroom for boys and girls.  Lack of running water in sink in Boys’ Restroom in main hall.  Missing middle button in spigot in Girls’ Restroom in main hall.  Leaking toilet in Boys’ Restroom near Room 8.  

Other:  Bird’s nest by entrance.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situation that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff was observed: Upper Grade Boys’ Restroom has leak under sink with a puddle of water on floor—this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Terry Christophel, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Fairmont Elementary School (Visited on September 20, 2006)

Interior Surfaces:  Water damages on ceiling tile in Room 4.  Water damage in ceiling tiles above entry in Room 9.  Some ceiling tiles broken / torn in Room P2.  Carpet snagged and ripped in areas in Room P2.  Peeling paint in Upper Grade Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms.  Hole in wall in Girls’ Restroom in Multi-Use Room.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  BB holes in exterior windows of Room 9.  Entry door to Room P2 is bent from break-in.  Venetian blind bend in back of Room 18.

Fire Safety:  Fire extinguisher for Room 9 is in hall.  Fire extinguisher for Room 14 is outside.

Electrical:  Lots of power use on back wall of Room 9---this could present an issue. Bent outlet cover on back wall of Room 14.  One missing and one broken outlet cover in front of Room 14.  Light out in Book Room.  Light cover missing in Kitchen.  Light covers missing in Boys’ and Girl’s Restrooms in Multi-Use Room.

Drinking Fountains:  Water shut off in Primary Wing drinking fountains.  Low water pressure in Room 9 drinking fountain.  High water pressure in one faucet in play area near Room 18.

Playground / School Grounds:  Posts in retaining wall are exposed and wall is severely cracked in Kindergarten fence by street.  Outside gate missing in Primary yard.  Hole in exterior wall of Room P1, with birds nesting there.  Broken backboard in Basketball area.  Two benches missing with metal bracing exposed in circular sitting area.  General repair needed on fence bordering back of school along streets----need pipes on lower fence.  Lower portion torn on gate bordering Eureka.

Restrooms:  Spigot turned off in Room 18 Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms.  Missing / broken spigots in Room 18 Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms.  Wall board broken at nails in Primary Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms---spackle needed.  

Other:  Exposed nails in wall by door of Room P2.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Fairmont Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Windows/Doors/Gates---windows in southern part of Multi-purpose Room have been repaired / replaced; Playground / School Grounds---cracks on school grounds outside Room 17---this situation has been addressed; holes in school grounds in the west end of the drainage system—this situation has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Brenda Surgers, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Ford Elementary School (Visited on September 19, 2006)
Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tiles missing near door and near heater in Rooms 11 and 13.  

Electrical:  Electric box open with exposed wires near heater in Room 11.  Electric box open with exposed wires and daisy-chained extension cords across doorway in Room 13.  Ballast out / leak in light in front of Room 15.  Exposed electrical wires in conduit on side of building in Room 30.

Structural Damage:  Foundation wood is rotting in Room 30.  Rock wall broken by Library.

Restrooms:  Leaking toilet in Boys’ Restroom near Library.  Missing soap in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Library.  Missing paper towels in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Library.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant cracks have been shaved on main sidewalk---should be filled in.  

Mechanical Systems:  Sharp, bent grills sticking out on Room 30 heating unit.

Hazardous Materials:  Broken asbestos tiles in several rooms.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Broken windows.

Other:  Furniture in Multi-Purpose Room cutting into asbestos tiles----need to replace wheels.  Exposed nails on planter outside Room 11.  Doorway in Room 13 needs to be cleared.  Broken tiles near doorway to Computer Lab in Rooms 14, 15, and 24.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: broken wires in crawl space under Room 14---this situation has been addressed; exposed wires on switch lacking face plate in Multi-purpose Room—exposed wires continue to be an issue; gate behind Room 28 is not long enough to be locked—this situation has been addressed.

Some of the facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were also noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 200; in addition, new facilities issues were observed as well. The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Barbara Penny-James, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Grant Elementary School (Visited on September 18, 2006)

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Window has been boarded up in Room 29.  Boarded up broken window in Room 30.  Four boarded up windows in Multi-Use Room have slats missing.  Graffiti on windows in Multi-Use Room.  Graffiti on skylight of building near Room 10.

Drinking Fountain:  Broken drinking fountain with standing water near Room 29.

Structural Damage:  Water damage in ceiling of Room 9, resulting in holes in concrete and ceiling.

Restrooms:  No soap dispenser in Room 29 Restroom.  Broken soap dispensers and one broken toilet in Room 28 Boys’ Restroom.  Two broken faucets and non-functioning soap dispensers in Room 28 Girls’ Restroom.  Broken soap dispenser and no paper towels in Room 30 Restroom.  Backed up urinal, no soap in dispensers, and broken dispensers in Boys’ Restroom by Room 9.  Backed up toilet, no soap, and broken soap dispensers need to be replaced in Girls’ Restroom by Room 9.

Interior Surfaces:  Stained ceiling in Room 24, possibly from old leak.  One broken ceiling tile in Room 24.  Open / exposed ceiling tiles in RSP Room.  One missing and two broken ceiling tiles in Room 40.

Hazardous Materials:  Peeling paint on exterior of Portable 20.

Playground / School Grounds:  Weeds by building near Room 10.  Graffiti on Portables 23, 43, 42, 41, and 40.

Other:  Portables by 25th Street need painting.  Room 20 needs railing by handicapped ramp, as there is a dangerous step up.

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: broken window beside the entrance to the office that is boarded up—broken windows continue to be an issue at Grant; entire wall of Room 27 has dry rot—this situation has been addressed; the skirt around the base of Room 28 has succumbed to dry rot and has many missing areas, exposing the undercarriage of the building to the elements—this situation has been addressed; the heat in Room 29 has been permanently turned off---this situation has been addressed; there is a problem with the lock and push bar to the Boys’ Restroom by Room 9—this situation has been addressed.

Some facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005; other issues that were previously noted continue to be a problem.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Susan Berrington, Principal, Lee Matteucci, District Facilities Representative, and the Vice Principal, at the end of the visit.

Helms Middle School (Visited on September 11, 2006)

Interior Surfaces:  Many ceiling tiles in hallway near Room 142 missing or loose.  Stains on ceiling in Room 144.  Chipped tiles in Room 214.  Many ceiling tiles missing in stairwell near Room 214. Baseboard missing in Room 214.  Ceiling tile loose in Room 215.  Cement stucco on bottom of wall in Room 19 missing.  Ceiling stains in Room 113.  Water damage on ceiling in 200 wing. Water stains on ceiling in Room 111. Broken ceiling tiles in Room 124. Floor tile missing in hallway by Library. Carpet in poor condition in Library. Missing wall tile strip in 200 wing hallway. Missing tiles in Lunch Room. Ceiling tiles missing in hallway of Room 121. Water stain on ceiling in Room 234.  Ceiling stains in Room 132.

Hazardous Materials:  Peeling paint on ceiling in Lunch Room. Asbestos tiles chipped in hallway of Gym.

Electrical:  Bank of ceiling lights out in Room 142.  Lights out in Room 144, with broken glass block.  Lights out in stairwell near Room 214.  Lights out in Room 215.  Three lights out in Room 114.  One light out and one blinking light in Room 113. Wall wires exposed in hall between 120s and 130s. Four lights out in Room 111. Data line receptacle box hanging loose in Room 111. Two lights out in Room 124. Light out in Room 113. Light covers off in hallway by Library. Missing diffusers and lights out in Library. Light out in Lunch Room. Two lights out in Room 221.  One light out in Room 222.  One light out in Room 232.  Five lights out in Room 225.  Two lights out in Room 233.  Lights out in hallway of Gym. One light out in Room 112. One light out in Room 121. Four lights out in Room 235.  Seven lights out in Room 234. No lights work in Room 132.

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken windows across from Room 24.  Wooden window boarded up in Room 144.  Window bowed in near Room 214. Concrete above door in Room 114 loose.  Plastic pane is broken on window across from Room 214. Broken, taped up, and broken windows in Library. Loose / broken windows in Gym.  Window from equipment door is out in Gym. Window off hinges in Girls’ Restroom.

Restrooms: Dirty Girls’ Restroom.  Toilet keeps running in Girls’ Restroom.  Broken faucets. 

Drinking Fountains:  Broken fountains in Lunch Room. No water pressure in drinking fountains next to support room.  All drinking fountains had little or no water---had been turned off.

Playground / School Grounds:  Holes in fence.  Broken backboards.  

Other:  Table broken in Lunch Room.  Broken glass on serving shelf in Lunch Room.  Sink next to Room 116 has metal bottom hanging down.  Concrete missing above Room 26.  
According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Helms Middle School, the district had addressed the following emergency / hazardous situations that the CCCOE Williams visitation team had encountered in Fall 2005--wires that had been previously exposed at the area where there had been a missing fire strobe light in the hallway for Rooms 241-244 was no longer visible; wiring that had been previously exposed in the motion detector in the Boys’ Locker Room was no longer visible; and the rusted, sharp metal that had previously been at the base of the dividers in the Boys’ Locker Room stall was no longer visible.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Wendy Warda, Vice Principal, at the end of the visit.

Ceiling stains in Rooms 123 and 210.  Missing / broken ceiling tiles in Rooms 210, 212, and in Kitchen.  Leaks at lights in Room 201.  Chipping / peeling paint in Rooms 214, 212 and hallway near Room 303.  Missing / broken floor tiles near table base in Room 406. Peeling paint in northwest corner of Multi-Purpose Room and near walk-in refrigerator.

Hazardous Materials:  Bookcase not anchored to wall in Room 126.  Cabinets in Rooms 209, 219, and 405 need anchoring.  

Electrical:  Data lines exposed and cover plates missing in Room 120.  Data wires running across floor and missing / broken electrical covers in Room 125.  Cord dangerously run around room in Room 132.  Missing / broken cover plates in Room 127.  Exposed electrical wires in Room 123.  Missing / broken electrical cover near closet in Room 122. Problem with cords and data wires in Room 200.  Loose electrical box and missing cover plates in Room 203.  Missing / broken panel cover near Room 211.  Missing / broken light diffuser in Room 408.  Burned out bulbs in Multi-Purpose Room.  Missing cover plates and hanging data box from ceiling in lunch line area.

Structural Damage:  Crack above door in Room 216.  

Drinking Fountains:  No water pressure in drinking fountain near Room 131.  Damaged hose in drinking fountain in Girls’ Gym.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant cracks and holes in various locations.

Restrooms:  Missing toilet paper in Boys’ Restroom near Room 213.  Missing soap in Boys’ Restroom near Room 213, Boys’ Restroom near Room 202, and Girls’ Restroom near Room 202.  Missing paper towels in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Room 202.  Lack of running water in one sink in Girls’ Restroom near Room 213.  Missing toilet seats in Girls’ Restroom near Room 213.  Loose toilet seats in Girls’ Restroom near Room 202.  Sharp broken tiles near showers in Boys’ Restroom in Gym.  Graffiti in Boys’ Restroom near Room 213, Girls’ Restroom near Room 213, and Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms near Room 202.  Two restrooms locked in east wing.  

Other:  Lab Center Area open to students---chemicals are out in the open.  Bolt for rail sticking out of wall in west stairwell area.  Problem with wall panel at end of 100 Wing. Return air vent broken in Room 219.  Boys’ Locker Room soda machine has front panel broken and wires exposed.  

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed:  1) Gas odor detected in the boiler room---this situation has been addressed; 2) The stair tread (metal) on the bottom step by Room 200 is very dangerous---the concrete beneath the metal in the corner has crumbled away, leaving nothing to support the metal edge (approximately six inches wide) at the corner of the stair---this situation has been addressed.

Restrooms:  Missing soap and toilet paper in Girls’ Restroom in annex and Boys’ Restroom in main building.  Missing soap in Girls’ Restroom in main building.  Missing soap and soap dispenser in Girls’ Restroom in annex.  Broken spigot in Girls’ Restroom outside pod.  Boys’ Restroom in the outside pod and Boys’ Restroom in main building have urine odor.  Leaking toilets in Boys’ Restroom in main building.  Missing faucet handles observed in restrooms.  Broken / missing spigot handle in Girls’ Restroom in main building.  Odor in all restrooms.  Need toilet seat paper covers in Girls’ Restroom in main building.

Playground / School Grounds:  Lots of trash on school grounds, in particular the stairwell areas, which are very dirty, and the exterior areas.  Protective covering on playground damaged from usage, exposing metal steps outside Rooms 6, 7, 8, and 9.

Drinking Fountains:  No water pressure / low water pressure in drinking fountains outside the main building.  

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from King Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Hazardous Materials---carpet in Room 11 (Computer Room) has been replaced / repaired; Interior Surfaces---fan has been cleaned in Girls’ Restroom in adjunct building; floor tiles in Cafeteria have been repaired; floor in Kitchen has been repaired;  Water damage tiles in Room 6 no longer visible; Structural Damage---door in Cafeteria has been repaired; Graffiti has been removed from the outside windows of Room 23 and 24; Electrical; light cover replaced in upstairs study center by Room 24; ceiling lights replaced in Kindergarten inside; Restrooms---Boys’ Restrooms in adjunct building supplied with toilet paper; Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms in adjunct building and Girls’ Kindergarten Restroom supplied with paper towels; faucet repaired in Girls’ Kindergarten Restroom; faucet handle repaired in restroom near Rooms 52-53; and wall damages no longer visible in Boys’ Kindergarten Restroom

Interior Surfaces:  Floor tiles missing in hall area in front of office.  Peeling paint in Multi-Purpose Room.  Floor in Multi-Purpose Room needs to be repaired/replaced.  Bad floor paint in Boys’ Restroom outside the end of the hall.  Loose ceiling tiles in Boys’ Restroom in Portable.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Broken windows boarded up but not repaired in Office, Room 1, and Room 3.  Broken blinds in Rooms 1 and 3.  

Electrical:  Need to clean up power cords hanging near exit door of Multi-Purpose Room.  Uncovered light fixtures with hanging bulb connections in the covered walkway between the Multi-Purpose Room and the Office.  Uncovered light fixtures with bulbs missing in the area outside the restroom at the end of the hallway and outside Room 26.  Missing light cover in Girls’ Restroom at end of hall.  Missing light cover in Girls’ Restroom in Portable.  Missing light diffusers in restrooms.

Drinking Fountain:  Drinking fountain with low water pressure outside Restroom at end of hall.

Playground / School Grounds:  General complaint of no shade for students.  Graffiti everywhere.

Structural Damage:  Exterior wall root in Room 15---mushrooms growing out of wall, which has been painted, but not repaired.  Boards rotten near standing water near portable restroom.

Restrooms:  No knob on faucet in Boys’ Restroom outside the end of the hall.  Missing toilet paper in Girls’ Restroom outside the end of the hall.  Missing soap in Girls’ Restroom outside the end of the hall, in the Staff Restroom near the Multi-Purpose Room, and in the Multi-Purpose Room Restroom.  Faucet runs too long in Girls’ Restroom outside the end of the hall.  Standing water in 3rd stall of Girls’ Restroom outside the end of the hall.  Staff Restroom near Multi-Purpose Room is dirty and has no ventilation.  Leaking urinal, loose faucet, and one bad sink faucet in Boys’ Restroom in Portable.  Missing gender sign in Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in Portable.  No A.D.A. compliant restrooms for staff or parents.

Other:    Wall clock badly broken with missing face cover in Room 8.    

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Lake Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Windows/Gates/Doors---lock on front gate replaced; door to primary yard now closes all the way; Hazardous Materials---door in Multi-purpose Room no longer has cracking paint visible; Interior Surfaces---ceiling tiles in main hallway and entry, and in Rooms 18, 8, and 5 have been repaired; ceiling tiles in the center pod and also in Rooms 1 and 5 have been repaired; floor tiles repaired in Rooms 10, 8, and 5;  Clock hole in Room 5 has been covered; water damage in main office no longer visible;

Structural Damage---vents in Room 16 have been cleaned of soot; Fire Safety---Large ladder previously seen as a hazard near Multi-purpose Room exit has been moved;  one exit in main hall no longer has large TV’s in hallway; glass on fire extinguisher in Multi-purpose Room has been replaced; Electrical---lighting in Room 16 has been repaired;

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Lincoln Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Interior Surfaces---ceiling tiles in Room 122 repaired; Drinking Fountains---towel holder near drinking fountain in Room 211 supplied with towels; towel holder near drinking fountain supplied with towels; soap supplied in Room 122; towels and soap available in Room 200; Restrooms---both upstairs restrooms and restroom in Room 122 supplied with soap; both upstairs restrooms and both restrooms in Room 122  supplied with paper towels; Playground/School Grounds---problem of unused phone wire hanging off of food service room has been addressed.

The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Stephen Riave, Principal, Will Plutte, Project Assistant, and Suzanne LeFefebvre, District Representative, at the end of the visit.

Lovonya DeJean Middle School (Visited on September 14, 2006)

Electrical:  Lab tables in Room C102 had electrical outlets with missing covers.  Lab tables had electrical outlets with missing covers in Room C202.  Digital clock unreadable in Room D106.  Hand dryers don’t work in Girls’ Restroom in Gym.

Drinking Fountains:  Lab sink faucets in Room C101 do not work.  No water pressure in drinking fountains in Buildings C, D, and H.  Low water pressure in drinking fountains in Buildings B, D, and H.  Drinking fountain in Building D is missing a knob.  Drinking fountains in Building H have very filthy faucets.

Interior Surfaces:  Ceiling tile about to fall in room C101.  Paint in all hallways badly chipped and peeling.  Chipped and peeling paint with bare wall board exposed in Boys’ Locker Room.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Door stop broken in Room C101.  Broken crash bar on gate to basketball courts near Building E.

Fire Safety: Many fire extinguishers were in recessed boxes that had broken glass doors---glass was still inside boxes in pieces.  Broken glass in fire extinguisher box in Room D103 and Gym.

Playground / School Grounds:  Tree support poles in the main mall area are broken and could be used in a fight.

Restrooms:  Missing toilet paper in Building C Boys’ Restroom and Boys’ Restroom in Gym.  Missing soap in Girls’ Restroom in Gym.  Missing paper towels and broken dispensers in Building C Boys’ Restroom, Building D Girls’ Restroom, and Building E Boys’ Restroom.  Urinal overflows when flushed in Building C Boys’ Restroom.  Broken partition posts in Building B Girls’ Restroom, Building C Boys’ Restroom, and Building D Girls’ Restroom.  Standing water in Girls’ Restroom in Gym.  Graffiti a problem in all restrooms.

Other:  Many drawers missing fronts in Room C101.  Bells rang off schedule all day during the CCCOE Williams visitation.  Most doorstops broken resulting in damaged walls

During the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation, the following emergency situations that posed a threat to the health or safety of students or staff were observed: 1) In C109 Boys’ Restroom urinal toilet leaking with water on floor---this continues to be an issue; 

2) Small leak on toilet in Girls’ Restroom in D108---this situation has been addressed; 

3) Water fountain leaks by D107---this water fountain has been repaired; 4) Boys’ Restroom in E121 needs ventilation---this situation has been addressed.

Most of the facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Antoinette Henry-Evans, Principal, Beverly Taylor, Vice Principal, and Lee Matucci, District Facilities Representative, at the end of the visit.

Montalvin Manor Elementary School (Visited on September 11, 2006)

Playground / School Grounds:  One section of fencing is falling down on other side of Basketball Court.

Restrooms:  Hand dryer broken in Boys’ Restroom near Room 100.  No water in sink in Girls’ Restroom near Room 101.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Montalvin Manor Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Drinking Fountains--the faucet in Room 136 was repaired; Restrooms---one stall in the Girls’ Restroom was repaired in the S-Wing by the Kindergarten classes.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Wendy Scott, Principal, and the EL Coordinator at the end of the visit.

Nystrom Elementary School (Visited on September 15, 2006)

Electrical:  Lights out and loose ballast in Room 14. Two lights out in Room 11.  Three lights out and one loose ballast in Room 27.  Three missing ballasts/covers and broken plug cover in Room 30.  Lights out in Room 29.  Two lights out in Library.  Light out in Library Restroom.  Lights not working in Room 4.  Loose ballast in Room 2.  One light out in Room 21.  Cracked ballast in Room 21.  Light cover needed in Computer Room.  Light doesn’t work in Room 8.  Broken light plate in Room 8. Room 4A alcove light not working.  Alcove light not working in Room 1A.  Light out in restroom in Room 1A.  Loose wires by Rooms 15 and 16.  Lights missing on front of school and breezeway leading to Multi-Use Room.  Second floor by Room 34 has wires showing in hall and missing cover plate.  Telephone wires need to be secured in Kindergarten area.  

Interior Surfaces:  Peeling paint in hallway by Room 27.  One tile loose in Library.  Tiles buckling outside Library.  Peeling paint in Library Restroom.  Loose ceiling tiles in Room 1A.  Ceiling tiles broken with water damage in Room 4A.  Paint peeling in Room 4A around sink.  Wood floor chipped in Rooms 27 and 30.  Buckling tile outside office.  Computer Room missing wall tiles.  Peeling paint in Boys’ Restroom on First Floor and in hallway.  Girls’ Restroom on 1st floor has peeling paint.  Tiles need caulking in Girls’ Restroom on 1st floor.  

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Window does not open in Room 29.  Graffiti on door to Room 4A.  Closet door in Room 4A needs to be replaced.  Door in Room 2A needs to be repaired.  Windows boarded up in Rooms 2A and 3A.  Exterior door by Room 34 has mold and dry rot.  Broken window in Room 5.  Window in Room 29 doesn’t open.  11th Street fence has holes in it.  Graffiti on windows in Multi-Use Room.  Graffiti on door of Room 4A.  No lock / chain for pedestrian gate by Rooms 15A and 16A.  Window in Room 12A needs to be secured.

Fire Safety:  Multi-Purpose Room does not have a fire extinguisher in the case.  Fire extinguishers need to be identified and exit signs need to be illuminated by Room 34.  

Restrooms:  Room 1A toilet doesn’t flush.  Room 4A has a running toilet.   Library and Computer Room Restrooms are missing soap and paper towels.  Room 8 Restroom missing paper towels. Boys’ Restroom under stairs needs paint.  Boys’ Restrooms by office and on 2nd floor have peeling paint.  Boys’ Restroom on the second floor has a slow flush.  Girls’ Restroom on Second Floor has 3 missing spigots and peeling paint.  No soap in the Boys’ Restroom on the first floor.  Girls’ Restroom on first floor missing spigots, vent cover needs cleaning, one toilet doesn’t flush properly and one toilet leaks.

Drinking Fountains:  Water pressure two high in drinking fountains by Room 8 and by COCAF.  Drain clogged in drinking fountains by Room 8.  

Playground / School Grounds:  Backstops and play structures have graffiti.  

Other:  Patched wall by fountain in hallway to Room 14. Clock one hour slow in Room 22.  Outside of building needs painting.  Open pipe in wall behind teacher’s desk.  

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Nystrom Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Interior Surfaces--- floor tiles outside the restroom in the Multi-Purpose Room and in the primary hallway repaired; floor tiles in the primary hallway repaired; 

Pest/Vermin Infestation---holes in walls outside restroom in the Multi-purpose Room no longer visible; and Drinking Fountains---drinking fountains have sufficient water pressure on the second floor.

Some of the facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits had previously been noted during the Fall 2005 CCCOE Williams visitation.  Additional observations that had not previously noted were observed by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2006 visitation team.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Wendy Homes, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Peres Elementary School (Visited on September 7, 2006)

Interior Surfaces:  Floor tiles popping up and cracking in Multi-Purpose Room, presenting an uneven surface that looks like the problem will continue and get worse.

Drinking Fountains:  No water pressure in drinking fountains near Room 20 and outside K1.  Low water pressure in drinking fountain near Room 20.

Restrooms:  Broken soap dispensers in Boys’ Restroom near Multi-Purpose Room, in Boys’ Restroom in the Grade 1 section of the Primary wing; and by the Girls’ Restroom in the 2nd Grade wing.  Broken towel dispensers in the Girls’ Restroom by the 2nd Grade wing, in the Girls’ Restroom by Room 20, and in the Boys’ Restroom by Room 20.  Toilets out of order in Girls’ Restroom by 2nd Grade wing and in Girls’ Restroom by Room 20.  Two water leaks (one from under a sink and one from the water shut off valve) in the Boys’ Restroom near the Multi-Purpose Room.  Water leak by shutoff valve in the Girls’ Restroom near the Multi-Purpose Room.  Missing hinge on a stall door, making it very difficult to open, in Boys’ Restroom in Grade 1 section of Primary wing.  Middle sink faucet does not shut off in Girls’ Restroom by 2nd Grade wing.  Toilet a little off track (still functions) and missing alarm cover in K3 Restroom.  Soap dispensers not working in K1 Restroom.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Peres Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Interior Surfaces--- ceiling tiles repaired in Room 23; fluorescent bulbs replaced in a ceiling fixture in Room 23; Emergency situation--crawl space openings under main building have appropriate covers that fit; shallow trench of cracked concrete outside Room 5 has been addressed.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  Although Maintenance has received work orders from a visit made on 7/14/06, they have not corrected most of the problems noted. Restrooms:  Room 7 Girls’ Restroom missing soap and towels.  Room 16 Boys’ Restroom missing towel dispenser, towels, and soap.  No soap in Boys’ Restroom near Kitchen.  Boys’ Restroom by Room 10 missing towels and has one sink with no faucet.  Boys’ Portable Restroom across from Room 42 missing toilet paper.

Electrical:  No diffuser in Kitchen.  Two light bulbs out in Room 2.  No diffuser, no light cover, and no bulb in Room 42.  Missing two diffusers in Room 44.  Missing two diffusers and light covers in Staff Lounge.  One diffuser and many bulbs missing in main hallway.  Two diffusers and light covers missing in Room 3.  Two diffusers, two light covers, and five lights not working in Room 5.  Loose diffuser in Room 36. Two diffusers and light covers in Room 8 need to be repaired / replaced.  Missing diffusers in Girls’ Locker Room.

Interior Surfaces: Missing baseboards in Room 42.  Missing/broken ceiling tiles and baseboards in Room 40.  Missing / broken ceiling tiles and baseboard in Room 41.  Floor tile needs to be repaired / replaced in Room 31.  Ceiling tiles in Room 36 need to be repaired / replaced.  Wallpaper by door in Room 36 torn.  Hole in wall near floor outside Room 37.  Many missing ceiling tiles in Boys’ Locker Room.  Ceiling tiles in Room 8 need to be repaired / replaced.

Drinking Fountains:  Broken drinking fountain in hallway to Room 12.

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Door glass broken in Room 11.

Structural Damage:  Portable #37 has a hole.

Other:  Grates missing in Room 44.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Pinole Middle School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Windows/Doors/Gates--- windows in attendance area of office have been repaired; doors in Music Room and outside Room 22 have been repaired; dry rot on Room 5 door has been addressed; metal door to hallway has been repaired; Hazardous Materials---peeling Dance Room wallpaper has been addressed;. peeling paint in hall by Room 13 and in Room 43 has been addressed; chipping paper on entire overhang ha been addressed; torn wallpaper in Rooms 11 and 6 no longer visible; Interior Surfaces--- ceiling tiles repaired / replaced in Library, Girls’ Locker Room, and Room 15; ceiling tiles repaired / replaced in Kitchen; ceiling tiles repaired / replaced in Rooms 18 and 19.  floor tiles repaired / replaced in Rooms 38, 36, 40, and the Library; floor tiles in Multi-purpose Room repaired / replaced; holes in floor tiles in Room 9 repaired; floor tiles repaired /replaced in  Room 42; floor tiles repaired in Girls’ Locker Room; holes in floor tiles in Room 34 no longer visible; water damage in Rooms 41, 37, 38, 35, 36, 40, and in the Library on the carpet no longer visible; Structural Damage--Room 37 no longer missing outside skirt; dry rot/mold outside skirt area of Room 35 no longer observed; holes in wall outside Room 19 have been addressed; ceramic tiles in Boys’ Restroom near Room 10, Boys’ Restroom near Room 16, and Girls’ Restroom near Room 12 have been repaired / replaced; area hole in Girls’ Restroom near Room 5 no longer visible; Fire Safety: fire extinguishers in hallway have been repaired / replaced; Electrical--- outside lights facing the fence near Rooms 11 and 12 have been repaired / replaced;  electrical wires in Room 50 no longer exposed; cover has been placed over capped wires in Multi-purpose Room; light covers in place in Dance Room and Room 33; adequate lighting now available in Kitchen and in Rooms 10, 33, 40, 43, and 41; outside hall light near Room 6 has had diffuser replaced; diffusers over sky lights in Girls’ and Boys’ Restrooms and in Room 10 have been replaced; diffuser in Library has been repaired; 

Drinking Fountains---Room 33 drinking fountain has been repaired; adequate water pressure available in drinking fountain in Room 16; Restrooms---toilet in Girls’ Restroom near Room 10 has been repaired; spigot in Boys’ Restrooms by Room 16 has been repaired; Playground / School Grounds---benches have been repaired.

Missing / broken ceiling tiles in Rooms 207, 208, 212, 215, 1002, 401, 501, 505, 404, 412, 405, 300 Wing hallway, and 400 Wing hallway.  Stained ceiling tiles in Rooms 208, 213, 218, 306, 305, 310, 401, 501, 404, 412, 507, 317, and 200 Wing hallways.  Loose ceiling tiles in Rooms 213 and 404.  Missing / broken baseboard in Room 218. Peeling wallpaper in Rooms 216, 302, and 1007.  Missing / broken ceiling tile at vent in Room 216. Gum on carpet in Room 509.  Chipping / peeling paint in Girls’ Locker Room, Kitchen, Lunch Room, and Room 505.  Holes in Girls’ Locker Room.  Chipped acoustic panels in Lunch room.  Chipping / peeling paint on Kitchen floor.

Electrical:  Missing / broken lamps in Rooms 205, 218, 404, 412, 413, 405, 318, Lunch Room, and Library.  Missing / broken electrical panel in Room 404.  Missing / broken diffusers in Rooms 412, 413, 507, and in hallway by Room 852.  Courtyard overhangs have several broken light covers.  Missing / broken lights in Gym and hallway by Room 852.  Missing / broken electrical cover on ceiling of 200 Wing hallway on the east side.  

Windows / Doors / Gates:  Missing / broken window in Room 306 and 318.  Boarded up windows in Room 507.

Structural Damage:  Holes in siding outside Portable 1004 and in 200 Wing hallway.

Mechanical Systems:  Hot water dispenser loose in Kitchen.

Drinking Fountains:  No button on drinking fountain in 300 Wing.  Several fountains have none or more faucet not working or very low pressure.

Playground / School Grounds:  Significant cracks in tennis court and in all parts of school grounds.  Significant holes in all areas.  Cyclone fencing needs repairing / replacing.  Exterior of buildings need painting.  Several locations present tripping hazards.  

Restrooms:  Missing soap in Boys’ and Girls’ Locker Rooms.  Missing paper towels by shower in Boys’ Locker Room.  Two missing sinks in Boys’ Restroom by Room 213.  Once cracked sink and one missing sink in Girls’ Restroom in 300 Wing.  Mold in shower in restroom in Boys’ Locker Room.  Missing / broken door vent louver in Girls’ Locker Room Restroom.  Leaking toilet in Girls’ Restroom in Lunch Room.  

Other:  Projector screen torn in Room 302.  No handicapped access to Rooms 404, 1001, 1006, and 412.  Ramp needs repair / replacement in Rooms 405, 510, 1004, and 901.  Bookshelf needs anchoring in Room 901.  Lockers in Girls’ Locker Room need repairing / replacing.

Missing / broken ceiling tiles in Rooms 303, 370, 307, 635, 306, 370, hallway by 363, in the 400 Wing on the Main Quad, and in Gym.  Stained ceiling tiles in Rooms 660, 371, 338, and 366.  Chipping / peeling paint in Room 339.  Open side of cabinet by door in Room 653.  Hole under vent in Gym.  Missing / broken ceiling grid in hallway near Room 340. Missing / broken ballast in Room 635.  Buzzing ballast in Room 607.  Missing / broken cover plates in Room 637.  Low hanging cable above stairwell outside Science building.  Soda machine by Library has broken electrical cover.

Doors / Windows / Gates:  Missing / broken windows in Weight Room.  Leaking skylight in hallway by Room 370.  Exit doors at the end of the Room 374 exit were chained closed.

Pest / Vermin Infestation:  Evidence of pest / vermin problem in room on left behind counter in Kitchen.

Restrooms:  Missing toilet paper in Girls’ Restroom in Gym and Girls’ Restroom in western part of campus by Room 330.  Missing soap in Girls’ Restroom in Gym, , Boys’ Restroom in Cafeteria, and Girls’ Restroom on western part of campus by Room 330.  Missing paper towels in Girls’ Restroom in Gym and Girls’ Restroom in western part of campus by Room 330.  Loose toilet in Girls’ Restroom in western part of campus by Room 330.  Broken / missing spigot in Boys’ Restroom in Cafeteria.  Loose toilets in Girls’ Restroom in Cafeteria.  Plugged up sink in Girls’ Restroom in western part of campus by Room 330.

Other:  Plugged sink with standing water in Room 341.  Very unorganized room arrangement in Room 337---presents tripping hazard.  Hanging vent in Room 370.  Problem with bleachers in Gym.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Richmond High School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Gas Leaks---water heater in Girls’ Gym Boiler Room has strap:  Windows/Doors/Gates---accordion doors repaired in Room 666; Mechanical Systems---vents no longer covered in Room 339; Interior Surfaces---ceiling tiles repaired in Rooms 309, 655, 310, 334, 339, 604, 659, and 438; floor tiles repaired in Rooms 362, 604, 651, at the base of Room 655, and near the carpet in Rooms 661 and 607; Electrical-  adequate lighting in Rooms 311, 338, 661, and 675; Restrooms-- Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms in eating area open; toilets in Boys’ and Girls’ Locker Rooms repaired; toilet in Boys’ Locker Room repaired; door by restroom in Girls’ Locker Room has had mirror replaced; Kitchen---odor not observed in refrigerated walk-in box; floors have been cleaned and sinks have been repaired in the Kitchen.

Electrical:  Missing light cover in Multi-Purpose Room

Restrooms:  No soap in Girls’ Restroom in Multi-Purpose Room.  Missing toilet paper in handicapped stall of Boys’ Restroom in hallway by office.  Missing paper towels and broken/missing spigot in Girls’ Restroom in hallway by office.  Missing soap, missing paper towels, broken handicapped toilet seat, and broken/missing spigot in Lower Grades’ Girls’ Restroom. Lower Grades’ Boys’ Restroom not fully operational. Missing paper towels in Room 9 and Room 10 Restrooms.  Spigot in Room 9 slow to turn off.

Drinking Fountains:  Fountain not working in Multi-Purpose Room.  Pipe sticking out where drinking fountain had been removed in hallway by office.  One faucet of drinking fountain by restroom did not have water pressure.

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Tara Hills Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Room 20 ceiling tile repaired; Food Service area ceiling tiles repaired; Room 19 ceiling tiles repaired; Room 24 ceiling tiles repaired; and drinking fountain in Boys’ Restroom repaired.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Laura Casdia, Principal, at the end of the visit.

Transition Learning Center (Visited on September 7, 2006)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Broken concrete at the outside of the doorstep of the Boys’ Restroom.  Ramp steel plate outside door wood of Room 20 needs to be replaced.  Window with wood over it in Room 2.  Back door damage in Cafeteria.

Interior Surfaces:  Peeling paint in skylight of Girls’ Restroom. Hole by outside door of Girls’ Restroom.  Some graffiti needs repainting in Boys’ Restroom.  Peeled wallpaper by door of Room 26.  Hole in wall by coat hooks and stained ceiling tiles in Room 25.  Peeling wallpaper behind computer desk and ceiling tiles stained / gouged in Room 24. Broken coat hook in Room 21.  Peeling wallpaper by board and loose ceiling tile by teacher’s desk in Room 20.  Loose floor tiles by door and peeling baseboard in Room 28.  torn carpet and hole in wall in Room 33.  Peeling baseboard in Room 32.  Ceiling tile hole in Room 3.  Broken ceiling tile in Room 2.  Missing ceiling tile and peeling wallpaper in Room 1 / Storage Area.  Ceiling tile stained in Cafeteria.

Electrical:  Light out over secretary’s desk in TLC office.  Wires exposed in corner of work area in TLC office.  Light cover missing in Girls’ Restroom.  Exposed socket in Girls’ Restroom.  Missing light covers in Boys’ Restroom.  Christmas lights around window of Room 25.  Broken plug plate in Room 24.  Loose cover plate in Room 20.  Broken ceiling light cover, uncovered wires, hole in ceiling, and wires protruding in Room 33.  Broken plug cover in Room 32.  Light out in Room 3.  Two lights out in Room 1 / Storage Area.  Exposed wires in Room 1 / Storage Area.  Loose wires hanging by window, open wires box on wall, and plugs out in Cafeteria.

Drinking Fountains:  Low flow on fountain in Cafeteria.

Playground / School Grounds:  Loose board on ramp to Room 23.  Peeling non-slip material on ramps to Rooms 28 and 32.  Peeling paint and uneven pavement surrounding classrooms.

Fire Safety:  Door blocked by chalkboard in Room 3.
According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Transition Learning Center, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits: Interior Surfaces--- Ceiling tiles repaired in Room 33; Restrooms---Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms supplied with soap; Boys’ and Girls’ Restrooms had sinks that had been replaced; and two broken tiles by light switch going to hallway door had been repaired.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Baby Raff, Principal, and Lee Matteuci, District Facilities Representative.

Verde Elementary School (Visited on September 5, 2006)

Windows/Doors/Gates:  Hooks exposed on fence between B and C Wings.  Cracked window in C-30.

Interior Surfaces:  Mold on vent in C-30.

Fire Safety:  Fire alarm taped in C-27.

Electrical:  Ceiling light out in Room A-1.  Light doesn’t work in Room C-11.  Bridge covering needed for long extension cord in Room C-13.  Light doesn’t work in Girls Restroom in B-22.  Lights don’t work in B-25 Boys’ Restroom.  

Restrooms:  No soap in bathroom and no paper towels in dispenser in Room A-1.  Push button on sink in Girls’ Restroom in Room B-22 needs to be repaired.  Tagging in B-22 Girls’ Restroom, B-25 Boys’ Restroom, and C-30 Restroom.  Spigot has no valve cover in C-30.  Staff Restroom by C-Wing needs receptacle.

Drinking Fountains:  Gooseneck faucet doesn’t work in Room D-16.  Drinking fountain near office turned off.  No water pressure in drinking fountains in Room B-7, next to Room C-13, and next to the garden.  Low water pressure in drinking fountain across from the D-4 playground.  

Playground / School Grounds:  Tagging on play structure and on door / outer wall of Multi-Use Room.  Board missing from backstop.  Bench supports exposed in spot where bench is missing on playground.  Hole in fence behind Room D-15 and in fence by backstop.  Part of fence taken down and not put back up.  Some garbage (debris) along fence.  Vertical crack on outside wall between A-2 and A-3.

Other:  Lots of boxes stacked above cabinets in Rooms A-3, B-7, and D-15.  Boxes on top of cabinet and bookshelves in Room D-16.  Globes and boxes above cabinets in Room D-18.  

According to the 2006 Interim Evaluation Instrument that we received from Verde Elementary School, the district made the following repairs as a result of the Fall 2005 Williams visits:  Windows/Doors/Gates---Cracked windows at the front of the Kitchen were repaired; Electrical---the front set of lights in the Library had been repaired; Drinking Fountains---fittings on classroom faucets repaired; Restrooms---soap dispenser button in L-20 repaired; Kitchen restroom has had repairs of toilet paper and seat cover holders; toilet seat repaired in M-07.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Lanre Ajayi, Vice Principal, Leon Hawkins, Custodian, and Lee Mattucci, District Facilities Representative.

The CCCOE visitation team determined that the following school was in good repair:

Harding Elementary School (Visited on September 15, 2006)

Although the facility was found to be in good repair, it is recommended that the following issues be addressed in a timely manner, if they have not already been addressed, based on the observations of the CCCOE Williams Settlement Visitation Team.

Mechanical Systems:  The EMS (Heating and Air Conditioning System), controlled at a central location offsite, needs to be adjusted.  At times, some of the rooms become unbearably hot.  The CCCOE Williams Visitation team noticed that the hallways were exceptionally cold, though the classrooms were warmer.

Fire Safety:  The smoke detector in the main office was installed, but the plastic covering had not yet been removed on the day of the CCCOE Williams visitation.

Electrical:  An electrical plate cover is missing in the Principal’s Conference Room.

None of the items listed on the Interim Evaluation Instrument for Harding, dated July 13, 2006, have been repaired, although work orders were in place at the time of the CCCOE Williams Visitation on September 15, 2006.  These items include the following:  Interior Surfaces---replace stained ceiling tiles by Room 148; Electrical---repair 2 light fixtures in Room 143; Drinking Fountains---drinking fountains by Room 148 need to be repaired as they do not have any water pressure; and Restrooms---sink push button spout in Room 110 needs to be repaired.

The facilities issues that were noted during the Fall 2006 visits were different from the observations noted by the CCCOE visitation team during the Fall 2005.  The observations of the CCCOE visitation team were shared with Melissa Chin, Principal, at the end of the visit.

School Accountability Report Card:

The School Accountability Report Card (SARC) for the 2005-06 school year was available for review.  The Contra Costa County Office of Education verified the 2005-06 SARC for the West Contra Costa Unified School District Williams Schools for “the accuracy of data reported on the school accountability report card with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 and the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities, including good repair as required by Sections 17014, 17032.5, 17070.75, and 17089” and compared it with the CCCOE Williams visitation and data collection from Fall 2005.  The data reported on the SARC with respect to the availability of sufficient textbooks and instructional materials as defined by Section 60119 was accurate.  In addition, the data reported on the SARC with respect to the safety, cleanliness, and adequacy of school facilities was accurate.  

In reference to the annual review of Teacher Assignment/Misassignment, please note the following information:


The findings for the 2006-07 school year Williams assignment monitoring for West Contra Costa Unified School District determined that a total of 1,000 teachers at Bayview Elementary, Castro Elementary, Chavez Elementary, Coronado Elementary, Dover Elementary, Downer Elementary, El Sobrante Elementary, Fairmont Elementary, Ford Elementary, Grant Elementary, Harding Elementary, King Elementary, Lake Elementary, Lincoln Elementary, Montalvin Manor Elementary, Nystrom Elementary, Peres Elementary, Riverside Elementary, Stege Elementary, Tara Hills Elementary, Transition Learning Center, Verde Elementary, Adams Middle School, Crespi Junior High School, Helms Middle School, Lovonya DeJean Middle School, Pinole Junior High School, Portola Junior High School, De Anza High School, Kennedy High School, Pinole Valley High School, and Richmond High School are under review.  All of the teachers at Bayview Elementary, Castro Elementary, Chavez Elementary, Coronado Elementary, El Sobrante Elementary, Harding Elementary, King Elementary, Lake Elementary, Nystrom Elementary, Peres Elementary, Riverside Elementary, Stege Elementary, Tara Hills Elementary, and Transition Learning Center hold appropriate credentials. Two teachers at Dover Elementary, two teachers at Downer Elementary, one teacher at Fairmont Elementary, five teachers at Ford Elementary, one teacher at Grant Elementary, one teacher at Lincoln Elementary, two teachers at Montalvin Manor Elementary, two teachers at Verde Elementary, nine teachers at Adams Middle School, ten teachers at Crespi Junior High, six teachers at Helms Middle School, seven teachers at Lovonya De Jean Middle School, two teachers at Pinole Junior High School, four teachers at Portola Junior High School, six teachers at De Anza High School, eleven teachers at Kennedy High School, eight teachers at Pinole Valley High School, and six teachers at Richmond High School do not hold the appropriate credentials.  All teachers at Bayview Elementary, Castro Elementary, Chavez Elementary, Dover Elementary, Fairmont Elementary, Riverside Elementary, and Transition Learning Center are certified to teach EL learners.  Two teachers at Coronado Elementary, two teachers at Downer Elementary, two teachers at El Sobrante Elementary, five teachers at Ford Elementary, two teachers at Grant Elementary, one teacher at Harding Elementary, one teacher at King Elementary, three teachers at Lake Elementary, two teachers at Lincoln Elementary, two teachers at Montalvin Manor Elementary, three teachers at Nystrom Elementary, one teacher at Peres Elementary, three teachers at Stege Elementary, one teacher at Tara Hills Elementary, two teachers at Verde Elementary, four teachers at Adams Middle School, eight teachers at Crespi Junior High, seven teachers at Helms Middle School, two teachers at Lovonya De Jean Middle School, eleven teachers at Pinole Junior High, eleven teachers at Portola Junior High, nine teachers at De Anza High, nine teachers at Kennedy High, twenty-three teachers at Pinole Valley High, and thirteen teachers at Richmond High are not certified to teach EL learners; the information regarding the number of the aforementioned one hundred twenty-seven teachers that are in process of obtaining EL authorization is pending.  

In reference to the Uniform Complaint information, the quarterly complaint report from the West Contra Costa Unified School District provides the following information:


During the period from October 2005 to December 2005, no complaints were filed.  During the period from January 2006 to March 2006, two complaints were received in the area of Facilities.  These complaints were resolved.  During the period from April 2006 to June 2006, no complaints were filed.  During the period from July 2006 to September 2006, no complaints were filed.  A revised Uniform Complaint Board Policy was adopted by the West Contra Costa Unified School District on June 28, 2006.
