AB 430 is a State Board of Education-approved training 
program that focuses on developing the leadership skills 
necessary for administrators to implement a coherent, ef-
fective standards-based instructional program to improve 
student achievement, including understanding the school’s 
adopted textbook programs, developing professional learn-
ing communities, acting on assessment data, aligning þscal 
resources, providing teacher support, and using technology 
resources.  School districts that apply and are approved will 
receive a $3,000 reimbursement from the state for each prin-
cipal and assistant/vice principal who completes the train-
ing (3 modules/160 hours).
